The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. Section5123(a)of Title 18 of the PennsylvaniaConsolidated
Statutesis amendedandthe sectionis amendedby addinga subsectionto
read:
§ 5123. Contraband.

(a) [ContrabandjControlledsubstancecontraband to confinedpersons
prohibited.—Apersoncommitsa[misdemeanor]felonyof the [first] second
degreeif he sells,gives,transmitsor furnishesto anyconvictin aprison,or
inmate in a mentalhospital, or gives away inl,J or brings into any prison,
mentalhospital,or anybuildingappurtenantthereto,or onthelandgranted
to or owned or leasedby the Commonwealthor county for the useand
benefit of the prisonersor inmates,or puts in any place whereit may be
securedby aconvict of a prison, inmateof a mentalhospital,or employee
thereof, [any kind of spirituous or fermentedliquor, drug, medicine or
poisonon anycontrolledsubstanceincludedin SchedulesI throughV of the
actof April 14, 1972(P.L.233,No.64),knownas TheControlledSubstance,
Drug, Deviceand CosmeticAct, (excepttheordinary hospitalsupply of the
prisonor mentalhospital)without a written permit signedby the physician
of suchinstitution, specifyingthequantityandqualityof theIliquoron sub-
stancewhichmay be furnishedto any convict, inmate,or employeein the
prisonormentalhospital,thenameof theprisoner,inmate,or employeefor
whom, andthe timewhenthe samemaybefurnished,which permitshallbe
delivered to and kept by the warden or superintendentof the prison or
mentalhospital.

(c) Contrabandother than controlledsubstance.—Aperson commitsa
misdemeanorof thefirst degreeif he sells,givesor furnishes to any convict
in a prison, or inmate in a mentalhospital, orgivesawayin or brings into
any prison, mentalhospital, or any building appurtenantthereto, or on the
landgrantedto or ownedor leasedbythe Commonwealthorcountyfor the
useandbenefitof theprisonersor inmates,orputsin anyplacewhereit may
besecuredbyaconvictofaprison, inmateofa mentalhospital, oremployee
thereof, any kind of spirituous or fermentedliquor, medicine or poison
(excepttheordinaryhospitalsupplyoftheprison or mentalhospital)-without
a written permitsignedby thephysicianof suchinstitution, specifyingthe
quantityandquality ofthesubstancewhich maybefurnishedtoany convict,
inmate oremployeein theprison or mentalhospital, the nameof thepris-
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oner, Inmateoremployeefor whom,andthetimewhenthesamemaybefur-
nished,whichpermitshall bedeliveredto andkeptbythewardenorsuperin-
tendentoftheprisonormentalhospital.

Section2. This actshalltakeeffect in 60 days.
