AmendingTitle 51 (Military Affairs)of thePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,
providing for the dispositionof the proceedsof rentalsand salesof State
armories;and further providing for expendituresfrom the State Treasury
ArmoryFund.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. Sections1507(b) and 1509 of Title 51 of the Pennsylvania
ConsolidatedStatutesareamendedtoread:
§ 1507. Saleof unusablearmoriesandland.

(b) Dispositionof proceed~.—Themoneyderivedfrom suchsaleof any
armorybuilding, armorysitecr otherrealestateshall bepaid into the State
TreasuryArmory Fund. [Fundsresultantfrom theprovisionsof this section
shall be expendedsolely for the purchaseof equipment,furnitureandfix-
turesor for theconstructionof newarmoriesin theCommonwealthof Penn-
sylvaniaandareherebyspecificallysoappropriated.]
§ 1509. Rentalof armories.

The State Armory Board may issue such rules and regulationsfor the
rentalof armoriesfor non-militarypurposesto responsiblepersonsor orga-
nizationsat scheduledratesapprovedby the StateArmory Board. [Said]
Notwithstandinganyotherprovisionof law, saidrentalsshall bepayableto
the (StateArmory Board for the use of the department]State Treasury
ArmoryFund.

Section2. Title 51 is amendedby addingasectionto read:
§ 1511. StateTreasuryArmoryFund.

(a) Establishment.—Thereis herebyestablishedin the StateTreasurya
specialrevenuefundto beknownastheStateTreasuryArmoryFund. The
proceedsfrom thesaleof anyarmory building, armorysite or other real
estateusedfor the Statemilitary forcesandfrom the rental of any State
armoriesor otherfacilities usedby the Statemilitary forcesshall bedepos-
ited in theStateTreasuryArmoryFund.

(b) Appropriation.—Moneysin the State TreasuryArmory Fund are
herebyappropriatedto theDepartmentofMilitary Affairs in-suchamounts
asmaybedeterminedannuallybythe Governorto beusedfor thepurposes
specifiedin subsections(c)and(d).

(c) Augmentationto department.—Anamountequal to the 1988-1989
rentalrevenuesshallbeprovidedto thedepartmenteachyearfromtheState
TreasuryArmoryFund.

(d) Expendituresfrom Sta4~eTreasuryArmoryFund.—Thedepartment
mayexpendmoneysfromtheStateTreasuryArmoryFundfor thefollowing
purposes:
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(1) Purchaseofequipment,furnitureandfixturesforStatearmories.
(2) EssentialrepairsandmaintenanceofStatearmories.
(3) Purchaseor rentaloflands, buildingsorfacilitiesfor useasState

armories.
(4) Constructionofnewarmories.

Section3. Thisactshalltakeeffectimmediately.
