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Amendingtheactof May 21, 1943 (P.L.302,No.140),entitled, asamended,“An act
providing for the admissionof children to, andtheir educationand maintenance
in, and their discharge from the Scotland School for Veterans’ Children;
prohibiting dischargingchildren or taking children from said school,or children
from leavingthe samewithout anorderof the Boardof Trusteesof theScotland
School for Veterans’Children; and prescribingpenalties,”further providing for
admissionrequirements;andmaking an editorial change.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section1 of the act of May 21, 1943 (P.L.302, No.140),
entitled,as amended,“An actprovidingfor theadmissionof childrento, and
their educationandmaintenancein, andtheir dischargefrom the Scotland
School for Veterans’Children; prohibiting dischargingchildren or taking
children from saidschool,or childrenfrom leavingthesamewithoutanorder
of theBoardof Trusteesof the ScotlandSchoolfor Veterans’Children;and
prescribingpenalties,”amendedMay 29, 1980 (P.L.196,No.56),is amended
to read:

Section1. TheBoard of Trusteesof the ScotlandSchool for Veterans’
Childrenshall admit to the ScotlandSchool for Veterans’Children, under
suchrules andformsof applicationasit may adopt,children oversix (6) and
under[fourteen (14)1 sixteen(16) yearsof age,of [parentswho have]a
custodialparentor legal guardianwho has residedin this Commonwealth
foracontinuousperiodof not lessthan[five] threeyearsprior to application
for admissionof suchchildren,or prior to the deathof the last survivor of
suchparents,andone or both of whoseparents,grandparents,siblings or
parents’siblings hasservedin anybranchof theannedforcesof theUnited
States and has died in such service or has been honorablydischarged
therefrom.

Preferencein admissionshallbe asfollows: (1) Childrenwhoseparentor
parentsservedin thearmedforcesduring anywaror armedconflictin which
theUnited Stateshasbeen,is now or may hereafterbe engaged,or in any
movementor campaignin connectiontherewithor resulting therefrom; (2)
Children,bothof whoseparentsaredead;(3) Children, with only oneliving
parent; (4) Destitutechildren not being in [eitherof the two] the foregoing
classes.

Section 2. This act shall takeeffect immediately.
