Amending Title 51 (Military Affairs) of the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,
further providing for the StateVeterans’Commissionand for the Pennsylvania
Veterans’Memorial Commission.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Sections 1702 and 1906 of Title 51 of the Pennsylvania
ConsolidatedStatutesareamendedto read:
§ 1702. StateVeterans’Commission.

(a) Establishment.—Thereis herebyestablishedwithin thedepartmentan
advisorycommissionto be knownas the StateVeterans’Commission.

(b) Composition.—Thecommissionshall be composedof:
(1) The AdjutantGeneral,ex officio, or his designee.
(2) The Statecommander,commandantor head,or his designee,of

eachof thefollowing namedveterans’organizations:
(i) The AmericanLegion.
(ii) AMVETS.
(iii) Blinded VeteransAssociation.
(iv) CatholicWar Veteransof theUnited Statesof America.
(v) DisabledAmericanVeterans.
(vi) JewishWarVeteransof theUnited States.
(vii) MarineCorpsLeague.
(viii) Military Orderof the Purple Heart.
(ix) StateAssociationof CountyDirectorsof Veterans’Affairs.
(x) Veteransof ForeignWars of the United States.
(xi) Veteransof World War I of theUnited Statesof America,Inc.
(xii) Italian-AmericanWar Veteransof theUnited States,Inc.
(xiii) TheVietnamVeteransof America,Inc.
(xiv) AmericanEx-Prisonersof War.
(xv) KeystoneParalyzedVeteransAssociation.

(3) Four membersat large appointedby the Governorfrom a list
providedby the AdjutantGeneral,eachof whom shall be aveteranand
a memberin good and regularstandingof a Pennsylvaniabranch,post,
lodgeor clubof arecognizednationalveterans’organizationactivein this
Commonwealth.At least onemembershall be a femaleveteran,and at
leastonemembershallbe aveteranof theVietnamera.Membersatlarge
shall serveatermof four yearsanduntil asuccessorhasbeenappointed.
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(4) The State Adjutants of the American Legion, the Disabled
AmericanVeterans(DAY) andthe Veteransof ForeignWars (VFW) as
nonvotingmembers.
(c) Officers.—Thecommissionshall annuallyelectachainnanandvice

chairmanatthefirst meetingof thecommissionafterOctober1. The Deputy
AdjutantGeneralfor Veterans’Affairs shall serveas theexecutivesecretary
to the commission.

(d) Compensationand expenses.—Membersof the commission shall
receiveno compensationfor their servicesbut shall receivereimbursement
for their necessaryandproperexpensesfor attendanceatmeetings.

(e) Meetingsandquorum.—Thecommissionshall meetuponthecall of
thechairmanor the AdjutantGeneral.Ninemembersof thecommissionshall
constitutea quorum.

(f) Declaredvacancies.—TheGovernor, upon recommendationof the
Adjutant General,shall declareavacancyto exist wheneverany memberat
large fails to attendthree consecutivemeetingswithout good cause.Any
declaredvacancyshallbe filled for the unexpiredterm.
§ 1906. Expiration of chapter.

Thischaptershall expireJune 30,[19991 2003.
Section2. This actshall take effect immediately.
