Amendingthe actof February14, 1990(P.L.62,No.11), entitled“An actproviding
for theregistrationandreportingof certainnoncontrolledsubstances;imposing
additionalpowersand dutieson the Secretaryof Health; and fixing penalties,”
furtherprovidingfor chemicalssubjecttoregistrationandfor penalties.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Sections3 and 8 of the actof February14, 1990 (P1.62,
No.11),known as theNoncontrolledSubstancesReportingandRegistration
Act, areamendedto read:
Section3. Chemicalssubjecttoregistration.

(a) Specific chemicals.—Thefollowing substances,saltsand isomers
shallbe subjectto theprovisionsof this act:

(16) Ephedrine.
(17) Pseudoephedrine.
(18) Norpseudoephedrine.
(19) Phenylpropanolamine.
(20) Propionicanhydride.
(21) Isosafrole.
(22) Safrole.
(23) Piperonal.
(24) Thionylchloride.
(25) Benzylcyanide.
(26) Ergonovine.
(27) N-methylephedrine.
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(28) N-ethylephedrine.
(29) N-methylpseudoephedrine.

(34) 1,4-butanediol, including butanediol; butane-1,4-diol; 1,4-
butylene glycol; butylene glycol; 1,4-dihydroxybutane; 1,4-
tetramethyleneglycol; tetramethyleneglycol and tetramethylene-1,4-
diol.
(b) Additional chemicals.—The Secretary of Health is hereby

empoweredto addto thelist of substancesenumeratedin subsection(a) any
substancehe believes is being used or could be used in the illegal
manufactureof controlled substancesor in the illegal sale of controlled
substances.Notice of suchadditionshall besentto everypersonengagedin
thesaleor distributionof suchsubstancesknownto theSecretaryof Health.
Section8. Penalty.

(a) Falseinformation.—Apersonwhoprovidesfalse informationunder
this actto a manufacturer,wholesaler,retaileror otherpersoncommitsa
misdemeanorof the first degreeandshall,upon conviction,be sentencedto
pay a fine of not less than $1,000 and not more than $25,000 or to
imprisonmentfor not morethanfive years,or both.

(b) Other violations.—~A]Except as otherwiseprovided by law, a
manufacturer,wholesaler,retailer or other person who violates this act
commitsa misdemeanorof the third degreeandshall, upon conviction,be
sentencedtopaya fine of not lessthan$500andnot morethan$5,000or to
imprisonmentfor not morethanthreeyears,orboth.

(c) Wrongful use of reports.—A person who violates section 7(c)
commitsasummaryoffenseandshall, uponconviction,be sentencedto pay
a fine of not lessthan $300andnot morethan$1,000or to imprisonment
for not morethan90 days,or both.

Section2. Thisact shalltakeeffect in 60 days.
