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AN ACT

HB 2209

Amending the act of December4, 1996 (P.L.893, No.141), entitled “An act
providing for volunteerhealthservices;limiting liability of a volunteerlicense
holder; and requiring reports,” allowing doctors with volunteer licensesto
prescribemedicationtofamily members.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. The actof December4, 1996 (P.L.893,No.141), known as
the VolunteerHealthServicesAct, isamendedby addingasectiontoread:
Section10.1. Prescriptionofmedicationforfamilymembers.

(a) General rule,—.Aholder of a volunteerlicensewho was ableto
prescribemedicationpursuantto thelaws ofthis Commonwealthwhile a
licensee may prescribe medication to any memberof his family
notwithstandingthefamilymember’sability to payfor that-member’sown
careor whetherthatmemberis beingtreatedatan approvedclinic.

(b) Liabiity.—Theliability provisionsofsection7(a) shall apply to a
holder of a volunteerlicense who prescribesmedication to a family
memberpursuantto thissection,whetheror not theprovisionsofsection
7(b) havebeenfollowed.

(c) Construction.—Nothingin thissectionshall beconstruedtoallow
a volunteerlicense holder to prescribe medicationof a type or in a
mannerprohibitedby the lawsofthisCommonwealth.

(d) Definition.—Asusedin this section,the term “family member”
meansa volunteerlicenseholder’sspouse,child, daughter-in-law,son-in-
law, mother,father, sibling, mother-in-law,father-in-law, sister-in-law,
brother-in-law,grandparent,grandchild,niece,nepheworcousin.

Section2. This actshalltakeeffect in 60 days.
