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Amendingthe act of April 14, 1972 (P.L.233,No.64), entitled“An actrelating to
the manufacture,sale and possessionof controlled substances,other drugs,
devicesandcosmetics;conferringpowerson the courtsandthe secretaryand
Departmentof Health, and a newly createdPennsylvaniaDrug, Device and
Cosmetic Board; establishing schedulesof controlled substances;providing
penalties;requiringregistrationof personsengagedin thedrugtradeandfor the
revocationor suspensionof certain licensesand registrations;andrepealingan
act,” addingacontrolledsubstance.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section4(3) of the act of April 14, 1972 (P.L.233,No.64),
known as The Controlled Substance,Drug, Device andCosmeticAct, is
amendedby addingasubclauseto read:

Section 4. Schedulesof Controlled Substances.—Thefollowing
schedulesinclude thecontrolledsubstanceslistedor to belistedby whatever
official name,common or usual name, chemical name, or tradename
designated.

(3) ScheduleIll—In detenniningthat a substancecomeswithin this
schedule, the secretaryshall find: a potential for abuse less than the
substanceslisted in SchedulesI and II; well documentedand currently
acceptedmedicalusein the United States;andabusemay leadto moderate
or low physical dependenceor high psychological dependence.The
following classesof controlledsubstancesareincludedin thisschedule:

(ix) Ketamine hydrochloride, any salt, ketamine hydrochloride
compound, derivative or preparation of ketamine hydrochloride,
including any isomers,estersand ethersandsalts of isomers,estersand
ethersof ketaminehydrochloride.

Section2. Thisactshalltakeeffect in 60 days.
