Amendingthe act of July 10, 1990(P1.404,No.98),entitled“An actproviding for
the certification of real estate appraisers; specifying requirements for
certification; providing for sanctions and penalties; and making an
appropriation,”providing for continuingeducationfor broker/appraisers;and
makinganeditorialchange.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 10 of the act of July 10, 1990 (P.L.404, No.98),
known astheRealEstateAppraisersCertificationAct, isamendedto~read
Section10. Certificationrenewal;records.

(a) Renewalterm.—Renewalof certificationshall beon abiennialbasis,
(b) Continuingeducationfor residentialandgeneralappraisers.—The

board shall by regulation require evidence of professionalactivity or
continuing educationas a conditionof certification renewalofresidential
and generalappraisers if, and only to the minimum extent, required
pursuantto the Financial InstitutionsReform,Recovery,and Enforcement
Act of 1989 (PublicLaw 101-73,103Stat. 183).Nocredit shallbegiven for
any course in office managementor practice building. [In order to
facilitate thespeedyimplementationof thisact,the boardshallhavethe
power and authority to promulgate,adopt and use guidelines to
prescribe the evidence of professional activity or continuing
certificationrequiredfor certification renewalpursuantto this section,
Such guidelinesshall be publishedin the PennsylvaniaBulletin. The
guidelinesshall not be subjectto reviewpursuantto section205 of the
act of July 31, 1968 (P.L.769, No.240), referred to as the
CommonwealthDocumentsLaw, sections204(b)and301(10)of the act
of October 15, 1980 (P.L.950,No.164), known as the Commonwealth
AttorneysAct, or theactof June25, 1982 (P.L.633,No.181),knownas
the RegulatoryReview Act, andshallbe effectivefor aperiodnot to
exceedtwo yearsfrom theeffectivedateof thisact,After the expiration
of the two-yearperiod,theguidelinesshallexpireandshallbe replaced
by regulations which shall have been promulgated, adopted and
publishedasprovidedby law.]

(b.1) Continuingeducationfor broker/appraisers.—Brokerlappraisers
shall be subject to the same continuing education requirementsfor
certification renewal as residential and generalappraisers. The board
shall havethepowerandauthority to promulgateregulationstoprescribe
evidence of continuing education required for certification renewal
pursuantto thissection.
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(c) Records.—Arecordof all personscertified asreal estateappraisers
in this Commonwealthshall bekept in the office of theboardandshallbe
open to public inspectionandcopyingupon paymentof anominal fee for
copying the record. Eachcertificateholdershall advise the board of the
addressof hisor her principalplaceof business.

Section2. Thisactshalltakeeffect immediately.
