AuthorizingtheDepartmentofGeneralServices,with theapprovaloftheGovernor,
to grant and convey the David L. Lawrence ConventionCenter and other
interestssituatein theCity of Pittsburgh,Allegheny County, to the Sportsand
Exhibition Authority.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Authorization to conveyDavidL. LawrenceConventionCenter
andotherinterests.

(a) Authorization.—TheDepartmentof GeneralServices, with the
approval of the Governor, is authorizedand directedon behalf of the
Commonwealth:

(1) To grant and convey to the Sports and Exhibition Authority
createdunder Article XXV-A of the act of July 28, 1953 (P.L.723,
No.230),knownas the SecondClassCountyCode,for aconsiderationof
$1, thetractof land,with thestructures,facilities,buildings,fixtures and
improvements erected thereon, situate in the City of Pittsburgh,
AlleghenyCounty,Pennsylvania,andknown as the David L. Lawrence
Convention Center, as describedby a deeddatedJuly 1, 1975, and
recordedin the Allegheny CountyRecorderof DeedsOffice, July 25,
1975,in DeedBookVolume5509,Page13.

(2) To grant and convey, by quitclaim deed, to the Sports and
Exhibition Authority createdunderArticle XXV-A of the SecondClass
CountyCode,for aconsiderationof $1, anypropertyor interestsnearor
adjacentto theconventioncenterwithin theboundaryof GarrisonPlace,
the low tide line of theAlleghenyRiver, theeasternboundaryline of the
DavidL. LawrenceConventionCenter,asdescribedby adeeddatedJuly
1, 1975, and recorded in the Allegheny County Recorderof Deeds
Office, July 25, 1975, in DeedBook Volume 5509,Page13, andPenn
Avenuethat areacquiredby the Commonwealthprior to thedateof the
conveyance.
(b) Easements.—Theconveyancesshallbemadeunderandsubjectto all

lawful andenforceableeasements,servitudesandrightsof others,including,
but not confmedto, streets,roadwaysandrights of anytelephone,telegraph,
water, electric, sewer, gas or pipeline companies,as well as under and
subjectto anylawful andenforceableinterest,estatesor tenanciesvestedin
third persons appearing of record, for any portion of the land or
improvementserectedthereon.

(c) Labor contracts.—TheSports and Exhibition Authority shall be
boundby the termsof any labor contractsrelatingto theconventioncenter

thatare in effectat thetimeof its conveyanceto the SportsandExhibition
Authority.

(d) Report.—
(1) The authorityshall, no later than the startof each fiscal year,

prepareacomprehensiveannualreportof its activitiesandoperationsfor
the previous year relating to contractual arrangementsbetweenthe
authority and minority-owned and -operatedbusinessesand women-
ownedand-operatedbusinesses.Thereportshallinclude:

(i) The namesand addressesof minority-ownedand -operated
businessesand women-ownedand -operatedbusinesseswith which
the authority has entered into contractsand the nature of those
contracts.

(ii) A descriptionof any programor proceduresused by the
authority to identify minority-ownedand -operatedbusinessesand
women-owned and -operated businesseswhich could meet the
contractualneedsof theauthority.Theauthorityshalldelineateefforts
usedto identify minority-ownedand-operatedbusinessesandwomen-
ownedand-operatedbusinessesthat are locatedWithin andoutside
theauthority’slocality.

(iii) An evaluationof the authority’s efforts to includeminority-
owned and -operatedbusinessesand women-ownedand -operated
businessesin its contractualarrangements.
(2) Theauthorityshallforward acopyof theannualreporteachyear

to theGovernorandto theGeneralAssembly.
(e) Execution.—Thedeeds shall be approvedas provided by law and

shall be executedby the Secretaryof GeneralServicesin the nameof the
Commonwealth.

(1) Costsandfees.—Costsandfeesincidentalto theconveyancesshall
beborneby thegrantee.

(g) Hotel tax revenuesnot affected.—Theconveyanceof theconvention
centerunder this section shall not affect the availability of the revenues
from thehotel tax authorizedin section1970.2of the SecondClassCounty
Code to fund the operational and maintenanceexpenditures of the
conventioncenter.
Section2. Effectivedate.

This actshalltakeeffect immediately.
