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AmendingTitle 51 (Military Affairs) of thePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,
furtherprovidingfor eligibility for paralyzedveteran’spension.
The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby

enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 7702 of Title 51 of the PennsylvaniaConsolidated
Statutesisamendedto read:
§ 7702. Paralyzedveteran’spension.

(a) Amount and eligibility.—In addition to any other assistance
provided by the Commonwealthand in addition to any compensation
providedby theFederalGovernment,everyparalyzedveteranshallbepaid
apensionof $150permonth.Applicationsfor thepensionsshallbemadeto
andin the form prescribedby the department.The AdjutantGeneralshall
determinethe eligibility of everyapplicantforapension,andhisdecisionin
themattershallbefinal.

(b) Regulations.—TheAdjutant General shall promulgate such
regulationsasmaybenecessarytoimplementthisprogram.

(c) Deflnition.—As used in this section the term “paralyzedveteran”
meansany personwho servedin themilitary or navalforcesof the United
States,or anywoman’sorganizationofficially connectedtherewith,[during
an establishedwar or armedconflict servicedates,]andwho gavethis
Commonwealthas hisor her placeof residenceat the time of enteringthe
military or navalforcesof theUnitedStates[andis currentlyaresidentof
this Commonwealth]and who, while performing duties connectedwith
[that] suchservice,sufferedan injury or incurreda diseasewhichresulted
in the loss or loss of use of two or moreextremities.The term doesnot
includeany personseparatedfrom themilitary or navalforcesof theUnited
States,or anywoman’s organizationofficially connectedtherewith, under
other than honorableconditions. [The term shall include persons who
have beenparalyzed asa resultof peacetimecombat-relatedactionsas
defined by the Department of Military Affairs. The department shall,
by regulation, establish criteria to determine eligibility based on
participation in a peacetime combat-related situation, which shall
include, but not be limited to, hostile fire or terrorist attack.]

Section 2. This act shall take effect July 1, 2002, or immediately,
whichever is later.
