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AN ACT

SB 705

Amendingthe act of March 10, 1949 (P.L.30,No.14), entitled “An act relatingto
the public school system, including certain provisions applicableas well to
privateand parochialschools;amending,revising, consolidatingandchanging
thelawsrelatingthereto,”providing for integratedpestmanagementprogramsin
schools.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. The act of March 10, 1949 (P.L.30, No.14),known as the
Public SchoolCodeof 1949,is amendedby addinga sectiontoread:

Section772.1. integratedPestManagementPrograms.—(a) Each
school shall, by January1, 2003, adoptan integratedpestmanagement
plan in accordance with the integrated pest managementpolicies
establishedby the departmenton the effectivedate of this sectionuntil
regulationsarepromulgatedbythedepartment.

(b) Thedepartmentshalldo all ofthefollowing:
(1) Maintaina HypersensitivityRegistiyto assistin the notificationof

studentsandemployeswhoare especiallysensitiveto pesticides.
(2) Designatean integratedpestmanagementcoordinatorwithin the

department to assist schools in the adoption and administration of
integratedpestmanagementplans.

(3) Prepare a standard structural integrated pest management
agreementanddistributethestandardagreementto schools.

(4) Provideother materialsandassistanceto schoolsto aid themin
developingintegratedpestmanagementplans.

(5) Promulgateregulations,consistentwith itspoliciesin effecton the
dateof thissection,to assistschoolsin implementingtheir responsibilities
underthissection.

(c) Thefollowing wordsandphraseswhenusedin thissectionshall
havethe meaningsgivento them in this subsectionunless the context
clearly indicatesotherwise:

“Department.” TheDepartmentofAgricultureoftheCommonwealth.
“integrated pestmanagementplan.” A plan which establishesa

sustainable approach to managing pests by combining biological,
cultural,physicalandchemicaltools in a waywhich minimizeseconomic,
healthandenvironmentalrisks.

“Pest.” An insect,rodent, nematode,fungus,weedor otherform of
terrestrial or aquatic plant or animal ljfe or virus, bacteria or other
microoiganism,exceptviruses,bacteriaorothermicrooiganismson or in
living man or other living animals,declaredto be a pestundersection
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25(c)(1) of the Federalinsecticide,Fungicide,and RodenticideAct(61
Stat.163, 7 U.S.C.§ 136w).

“Pesticide.” A substanceor mixture of substancesintendedfor
preventing,destroying,repellingor mitigating a pestanda substanceor
mixture ofsubstancesintendedfor useasa plant regulator, defoliant or
desiccant.

“SchooL” A schooldistrict, an intermediateunit,an area vocational-
technicalschooloranyoftheseentitiesactingjointly.

Section2. Thisact shall takeeffect in 60 days.
