SB 1248

Authorizing the Department of General Services, with the approval of the
Department of Transportation and the Governor, to grant and convey to the
Heritage ConservancyInc. certain lands in the Borough of Doylestown,Bucks
County.

The GeneralAssemblyof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Boroughof Doylestown,BucksCounty.
(a) Authorization.—TheDepartmentof General Services,with the

approvalof the Departmentof Transportationandthe Governor,is hereby
authorizedon behalfof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniato grantand
convey to the Heritage Conservancy Inc. the Department of
Transportation’sBucks County MaintenanceFacility, land and buildings
describedin subsection(b) for fair considerationequalto marketvalue as
detenninedby independentappraisalin accordancewith an Agreementof
SaledatedSeptember27, 2001.

(b) Description.—Theproperty to be conveyedpursuantto subsection
(a) consists of the Department of Transportation’s Bucks County
MaintenanceFacility, boundedandmoreparticularlydescribedas all that
certainpieceor parcelof landin theBoroughof Doylestown,BucksCounty,
Pennsylvania,boundedanddescribedasfollows:

PARCEL 1
BEGINNING on thenorth sideof BroadStreet,forty (40) feet wide at a

point fourteenandsixty-two hundredthsfeeteastof the centerline of Doyle
Street,fifty (50) feet wide; thenceextendingnorth forty-ninedegrees00
minuteswestfour hundredforty-threefeet threeandseven-eighthsinchesto
apoint, saidpointbeing the intersectionof the north line of the saidBroad
Streetwith eastline of a proposedstreetfifty (50) feet wide as shown on
abovementionedplan; thencenorth thirty-nine degreesforty-five minutes
eastthreehundredtwenty-threefeet two and seven-eighthsincheson the
line of eastsideof the saidproposedstreetto a point; thencesouthforty-
ninedegrees00 minutes eastfour hundred seventy-threefeet elevenand
one-quarterinchesto apointon thedividing line betweenthis lot andpartly
by groundof RaymondBuck,Jr.,partlyby groundof ClearSpringWorsted
Company,andpartlyby groundofRaymondBuck to apointon thedividing
line of ground adjacentto this lot owned by the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania;thence south forty-five degreesten minutes west three
hundredtwenty-fourfeet no andthree-eighthinchalongthe last mentioned
line tothe firstmentionedpointandplaceof BEGINNING.

Containingthreeandfour hundredtwo thousandthsacres.
PARCEL 2
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BEGINNING at aniron pin set for acorner of JamesB. Cotton’slands
and in the centerof BroadStreet,saidiron pin beingnorth 48 degreesand
40 minuteswest of andat a distanceof onehundredandeighty-four feet
from a point set for the intersectionof Broad and Union Streets; thence
from saidiron pin north 48 degrees40 minuteswest threehundredand
fifty-five feetalongcenterline of saidBroadStreetto an iron pin set for a
corner; thencenorth 45 degrees32 minuteseastthreehundredandeighty
sevenandninetenthsfeetby landsof Abe andSamMargolisto an iron pin
setfor acorner;thencesouth48 degrees08 minuteseastthreehundredand
forty oneandfive tenthsfeet,by landsof Arthur A. Fretzto aniron pin set
for a corner; thencesouth 02 degrees06 minuteseast seventyandnine
tenthsfeet, still by landsof saidFretzto an iron pin setfor acorner; thence
north 48 degrees40 minuteswesteightysix andsevententhsfeet by lands
of the real estateholding companyto an iron pin set for a corner; thence
south40 degrees07 minuteswest one hundredand forty six and eight
tenths feet by lands of said real estateholding companyand George
Sommersto aniron pin set for acorner; thencesouth48 degrees40 minutes
eastsixteenfeet, by landsof saidSoinmersto an iron pin set for a corner;
thencesouth40 degrees07 minuteswestonehundredand eightyfive and
five tenthsfeetby landsof Cottonaforesaidto theplaceof BEGINNING.

Containingin all 2.981 acresof land,bethesamemoreor less.
(c) Easements.—Theconveyanceshallbemadeunderandsubjectto all

lawful andenforceableeasements,servitudesandrightsof others,including,
but not confinedto, streets,roadwaysandrights of any telephone,telegraph,
water,electric, gasor pipelinecompanies,as well as underandsubjectto
any lawful and enforceableestatesor tenanciesvested in third persons
appearingof record, for any portionof the landor improvementserected
thereon.

(d) Execution.—Thedeedof conveyanceshall be by specialwarranty
deedandshallbeexecutedby theSecretaryof GeneralServicesin thename
of theCommonwealthof Pennsylvania.

(e) Costs.—Costsandfeesincidentalto this conveyanceshall be borne
by thegrantee.

(f) Proceeds.—Theproceedsfrom the sale shall be depositedin the
Motor LicenseFundof the Departmentof Transportationto pay for costs
andfeesincurredfor the lease,acquisition,designand/orconstructionof a
new Bucks County MaintenanceFacility as well as the costs and fees
incurredby theDepartmentof GeneralServicesasauthorizedundersection
2406-A of the act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177, No.175), known as The
AdministrativeCodeof 1929.

(g) Alternatedisposition.—Inthe event that this conveyanceis not
executedwithin 120daysfrom the Departmentof Transportationnoticeof
ceaseof operationsand subsequentvacancyof the building, the property
maybe disposedof, with theapprovalof theDepartmentof Transportation,
in accordancewith section 2406-A of The Administrative Code of 1929.
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Theproceedsfrom the saleshall bedepositedin accordancewith-subsection
(1).
Section2. Thisactshalltake effect immediately.
