Amending the act of April 9, 1929 (P.L.177,No.175),entitled“An actproviding for
and reorganizing the conductof the executiveandadministrative work of the
Commonwealthby the ExecutiveDepartment thereof and the administrative
departments, boards,commissions,andofficers thereof, including the boards of
trusteesof State Normal Schools, or Teachers Colleges; abolishing, creating,
reorganizing or authorizing the reorganization of certain administrative
departments, boards, and commissions;defining the powers andduties of the
Governor and other executive and administrative officers, andof the several
administrative departments,boards, commissions, and officers; fixing the
salariesof the Governor,Lieutenant Governor,andcertainother executiveand
administrative officers; providing for the appointment of certainadministrative
officers, and of all deputies and other assistantsand employes in certain
departments,boards, andcommissions;and prescribing the mannerin which the
number andcompensationof the deputies andall other assistantsand employes
of certain departments, boardsandcommissionsshall be determined,” further
providing for consent of the Senate required for certain gubernatorial
appointments andfor requiredinformation; providing for membership of the
PennsylvaniaPublic Utility Commission; further providing for furnishinglists of
employeesto certain Stateofficers; and making repeals.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Section 207.1(c), (d) and (g) of the act of April 9, 1929
(P.L. 177,No.175),known asThe Administrative Codeof 1929,amendedor
added November 8, 1976 (P.L.1109, No.227), December 30, 1984
(P.L. 1299,No.245)andNovember 26, 1997 (P.L.530,No.57) andrepealed
in part April 28, 1978 (P.L.202, No.53), are amended andthe sectionis
amendedby adding a subsectionto read:

Section207.1. GubernatorialAppointments._** *

(c) The Governorshall nominate in accordancewith the provisions of
the Constitution of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvaniaand, by and with
the adviceand consentof two-thirds of the memberselectedto the Senate,
appoint personsto fill the following positions:

(1) Vacanciesin the offices of AttorneyGeneral, Auditor Generaland
StateTreasurer [and in any other electiveoffice which he is authorized
by law to fill when said law requires confirmation].

(2) Thosemembers which he is authorized to appoint to the [Milk
Marketing Board, the PennsylvaniaFishCommission,thePennsylvania
Game Commission, the] Pennsylvania Liquor Control Board~, the
PennsylvaniaPublic Utility Commission] and the PennsylvaniaTurnpike
Commission.

(d) The Governor shall nominatein accordancewith the provisions of
the Constitution of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvaniaand, by and with
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the adviceand consentof a majority of the memberselectedto the Senate
appoint persons to fill the following positions:

(1) TheSecretaryof Education, the Secretaryof the Coimnonwealth, the
Adjutant General,the InsuranceCommissioner,the Secretaryof Banking,
the Secretaryof Agriculture, the Secretaryof Transportation,the Secretary
of Health, the Commissioner of the State Police, the Secretaryof
Corrections,the Secretaryof Labor and Industry, the Secretaryof Aging,
the Secretaryof Public Welfare, the Secretaryof General Services, the
Secretaryof Revenue, the Secretaryof [Commerce, the Secretary of
Community Affairs and] Communityand EconomicDevelopment,the
Secretaryof Environmental[Resources]Protection and the Secretaryof
ConservationandNaturalResources.

(2) Those memberswhich he is authorizedto appoint to the Boardof
Pardons, the Board of Probation and Parole, the State Civil Service
Commission,the StateHorse RacingCommission,theStateHarnessRacing
Commission, the Board of [Arbitration of] Claims, the Pennsylvania
Securities Commission, the Pennsylvania Industrial Development
Authority, the StateBoard of Education, the Board of [State Collegeand
University Directors] Governors of the State System of Higher
Education, the Board of Trustees of Pennsylvania State University, the
Board of Trustees of the University of Pittsburgh, the Board of Trusteesof
Temple University, the Board of Trustees of Lincoln University, the
EnvironmentalHearing Board, [the Pennsylvania Crime Commission,]
the PennsylvaniaFish and Boat Commission,the PennsylvaniaGame
Commission,the PennsylvaniaLabor Relations Board, the Pennsylvania
Public Utility Commission,the Industrial Board, the Milk Marketing
Board, the Unemployment Compensation Board of Review, the
[Workmen’s] Workers’ CompensationAppeals Board, the State Art
Commission, [the State Lottery Commission,] the State Transportation
Commissionandthe PennsylvaniaHumanRelations Commission.

(4) Thosemembers which he is authorized to appoint to the Delaware
Valley RegionalPlanning Commission,the PennsylvaniaPublic Television
Network Commission, the State Fann Products Commission, the
Pennsylvania Housing Finance Agency, the [Board of Trustees of each
StateCollegeand University] Councilof Trusteesof eachinstitution of
the StateSystemof Higher Education, the Boardof Trusteesof Scotland
Schoolfor Veterans’ Children, the Boardof Trusteesof Thaddeus Stevens
College of Technology, the State Conservation Commission, the
Commonwealthof PennsylvaniaCouncil on the Arts, the State Planning
Board, the PennsylvaniaDrug, Device and Cosmetic Board, the County
Boardof Assistancein each county,[the State Board of Public Welfare,]
the Boardsof Trusteesof Centers, the Board of Trustees of each Restoration
Center, [the Board of Trustees of each State General Hospital,] the
Board of Trustees of eachState Schooland Hospital, the Board of Trustees
of each StateHospital, the State Dental Council and Examining Board, the
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StateRealEstateCommission,the StateRegistration Boardfor Professional
Engineers, the State Boards of Examiners of Architects, Auctioneers,
Nursing Home Administrators andPublic Accountants, the StateBoardsof
Barber Examiners, Chiropractic Examiners, Cosmetology, Funeral
Directors, Medical Education and Licensure, Nurse Examiners,
Optometrical Examiners, Osteopathic Examiners, Pharmacy, Physical
Therapy Examiners, PodiatryExaminers, Veterinary Medical Examiners,
Landscape Architects and Motor Vehicle Manufacturers, Dealers and
Salesmen,the Pennsylvania Board of Psychologist Examiners, the State
Athletic Commission, the Pennsylvania Higher Education Assistance
Agency, the PennsylvaniaHistorical and Museum Commission, the State
Tax Equalization Board, the Public School Employees’ Retirement Board,
the State Employees’ Retirement Board, the Municipal Police Officers’
Education andTraining Commission~,the Consumer Advocate,] and the
PennsylvaniaMinority BusinessDevelopmentAuthority.

(5) Thegeneral officers in the Department of Military Affairs which he
is authorizedby law to appoint.

(5.1) Vacancies in elective office, other than thoseset forth in
subsection(c), which he is authorizedby law tofill. Exceptfor vacancies
in judicial offices,thepersonnominatedshall, asofthe dayprecedingthe
date of the occurrenceof the vacancy,be of the samepolitical party as
was the personwho vacatedthe office on the datethe personwhovacated
the office wasadministeredthe oath of officefor the office vacated.

(6) All positionshereinafterstatutorilycreatedby amendmentto thisact
or in any other act or amendmentthereto for which Senateconfinnation is
specifiedbut for which the adviceand consentof two-thirds of the members
electedto the Senateisnot required.

(g) Whenever the Governorshall nominateto fill a position for which
Senate confirmation is required, [hel the nominee shall submit to the
Senate [with the nomination] a sworn statementcontaining information
on the nominee, including but not limited to his voting address,business
address if any, employer, party registration, offices held in political parties
during thepast ten years, any public officesheld during the past ten years,
records of any criminal convictionsother than summaryoffensesunder 75
Pa.C.S.(relatingto vehicles),and suchother information as is agreedupon
by the Governor and the Senate Committee on Rules and Executive
Nominations.

(h) The Governormaynot nominatean individualasa memberof the
PennsylvaniaPublic Utility Commission~f,becauseof that individual’s
party affiliation under25 Pa.C.S.Pt. IV (relating to voterregistration)at
the time of nomination, appointmentof the individual would result in
more than three membersof the commission having the same party
affiliation astheGovernor.
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Section 2. Section 614(a)and(c) of the act, amendedAugust14, 1997
(P.L.530,No.57),areamendedto read:

Section 614. List of Employes to be Furnished to Certain State
Officers.—(a) All administrative departments, boards, and commissions
and the Attorney General shall on July 15 of each year, transmit to the
Auditor General, the StateTreasurerand Secretaryofthe Budgetacomplete
list, and to the Legislative Data ProcessingCenter a computer tapeof such
list, asof July 1 preceding, of the namesof all persons,exceptday-laborers,
entitled to receive compensation from the Commonwealth for services
rendered in or to the department, board, or commission,as the casemaybe.
Such list shall showfor eachsuchpersontheposition occupied[by each
such person], the date of birth [and], countyof residence,voting residence
[of suchperson], the salary at which or otherbasisuponwhich suchperson
isentitledto be paid, the date [when suchpersonentered] ofentryinto the
serviceof the Commonwealth,whethersuchpersonhasbeencontinuously
employedby the Conunonwealthsince thatdate,and all periodsof service
and positions held as an employe of the Commonwealth,or such part of
such informationrelatedto previousserviceandpositionsasthe Governor
mayprescribe.

(c) The information received by the Auditor General, the State
Treasurerand the Secretaryof the Budget, under this section, shall be
public information~.], exceptthat the information identifying the voting
residenceof the personsemployedby the Commonwealthshall not be
public informationand maynotbetreatedassuch.

Section 3. Except for the amendmentsof section207.1(g)which shallbe
applicable to all nominations submitted to the Senatecommencing30 days
following the enactmentof this act andtheaddition of section207.1(h)and
amendment of section614(a) and (c), this act shall be applicable to all
nominations other than for appointments under Article V of the
Constitution of Pennsylvaniacurrently pending before the Senateaswell as
thosesubmittedon or after the effective dateof this act.

Section 4. The following acts and parts of acts are hereby repealed
insofaras they relate to the consentrequiredby the Senateto appointments
by theGovernor:

Section 201of the act of April 28, 1937(P.L.417,No.105),known asthe
Milk MarketingLaw.

Section409of the act of July 28, 1953 (P.L.723, No.230),knownas the
SecondClassCountyCode.

Section409 of the actof August 9, 1955 (P.L.323, No.130),known as
The County Code.

Section202of the actof October 15, 1980 (P.L.950, No.164),known as
theCommonwealthAttorneysAct.
