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EFFECTIVE DATES OF STATUTES
Sections1701 (a) (5) and(b) (2), 1702 (4) and 1703 (5) of Title 1 (General

Provisions)of thePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutesprovide:

§ 1701. Statutesgenerally

(a) Generalrule.—Exceptas otherwiseprovided in this chapterall
statutesenactedfinally at anyregularsessionof the GeneralAssemblynot
containingaspecifiedeffectivedateshallbeeffectiveonthedatespecifiedby
that oneof the following rulesof constructionin effect on the dateof final
enactmentof thestatute:

(5) Final enactmenton or after June6, 1969.—60daysafter final
enactment.
(b) Statutesenactedaftereffectivedatethereinspecified.—Exceptas

otherwiseprovidedin thischapterall statutesenactedfmally atanyregular
sessionoftheGeneralAssemblyafter theeffectivedatethereinspecifiedshall
be effective on the date specifiedby that one of the following rules of
constrUctionin effecton thedateof final enactmentof thestatute:

(2) Final enactmentonor after January 10,1960.—60daysafter final
enactment.

§ 1702. Statutesmaking appropriations

Appropriation statutes,or statuteshaving appropriationitemsenacted
finally atanyregularsessionoftheGeneralAssembly,shallbe-effectiveon the
datespecifiedby thatoneofthefollowing rulesofconstructionin effecton the
dateof fmal enactmentof thestatute:

(4) FinalenactmentonorafterJune6, 1969.—onthefirstdayof July
nextfollowing their fmal enactment,unlessadifferentdateis specifiedin
thestatuteitself, or unlessanysuchstatuteis enactedfinally after thefirst
dayof July in anyyear,or after thedatespecifiedin thestatute,in which
caseit shallbeeffectiveimmediatelyuponfinal enactment.

§ 1703. Statutesaffectingthe budgetof anypolitical subdivision

Statutesaffectingthebudgetof anypoliticalsubdivisionenact-edfinally at
anyregularsessionof the GeneralAssemblyshall be effective on the date
specifiedby thatoneofthefollowing rulesof constructionin effect on thedate
of fiuial enactmentof thestatute:
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(5) Finalenactmenton or after June6, 1969.—onthe datespecified
in thestatute,or if finally enactedthereafter,or if no dateisspecified,then
at the beginning of the fiscal year of the political subdivisionaffected
following thedateof final enactmentof thestatute.

PRINTING AND INTERPRETATION OF

AMENDATORY STATUTES

Sections1104and1951 of Title 1 (GeneralProvisions)of thePenn-sylvania

ConsolidatedStatutesprovide:

§ 1104. Printingof amendatorystatutes

(a) Generalrule.—TheDirectoroftheLegislativeReferenceBureaushall,
inprintingamendatorystatutes,causetobeprintedthesectionor partof the
statuteonly asreenacted.Exceptasprovidedin subsection(b) of thissection,
in the section or part of the law reenacted,the Director shall causeto be
printedbetweenbrackets,the words,phrases,or provisionsof theexisting
statute,if any, whichhavebeenstrickenout or eliminatedby theadoptionof
theamendment,andheshallcausetobeprintedin italicsor withunderscor-
ing all newwords,phrasesorprovisions,if any,whichhavebeeninsertedinto
or addedto the statuteby thepassageof suchamendment.

(b) PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes.—Inprintingas muchof any
statuteasaddsanentiretitle,part,article, chapter,subchapteror othermajor
subdivisiontothePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,theDirectorshallcause
suchaddition to be printed in Romantype without underscoring,andin
printingas muchof any statuteas deletesor repealsan entire title, part,
article,chapter,subchapteror othermajor subdivisionof the Pennsylvania
ConsolidatedStatutes,theDirectorshallnotcausetobeprintedtheprovisions
whichhavebeendeletedor repealedunlessthedeletionor repealwaseffected
by theuseofbrackets.

§ 1951. Interpretationof amendatorystatutes

In ascertaining the correct reading, status and interpretationof an
ainendatorystatute,thematter insertedwithin bracketsshallbeomitted,and
thematterin italics or underscoredshallbereadandinterpretedaspartof the
statute.
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
