Amending Title 34 (Game) of the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes, further
providingfor theoffenseof littering.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section 1. Section 2510 of Title 34 of the PennsylvaniaConsolidated
Statutesis amendedto read:
§ 2510. Littering andrestrictionson vehicles.

(a) General rule.—It is unlawful for any person while hunting or
furtakingor while on landsor watersopento huntingor furtakingto:

(1) Depositor leave any garbage,bottles,cartons,containers,glass,
paper or other rubbish or debris other than in a place or receptacle
maintainedfor that purpose.The provisionsof this paragraph shall not
apply to any spentshotgun shell or spentrifle shell casing which is
ejectedduring normal huntingactivities.

(2) Drive a motor vehicle on any clearedfield, whetherpublic or
private,exceptwith thepermissionof theowner, tenantor otherpersonin
chargeof the land.

(3) Park or leave standingany motor vehicle in such manneras to
block the meansof ingressor egressto any person’sproperty, mailbox,
cattlewaysor fields.
(b) Penalties.—

(1) Whenlitter is transportedfrom anotherlocation and is deposited
on lands or waters open to hunting or furtaking, the violation is a
summaryoffenseof thethird degree.Any personconvictedof a secondor
subsequentviolation of this paragraphshallpaytwice thefine imposedfor
the first offense.A conviction for a violation of this sectionshall notbar
anycivil actionby thepropertyowner.

(2) Except as provided in paragraph(1), any other violation of this
sectionis asummaryoffenseof theseventhdegree.

(3) In addition to the fine imposedby section925 (relating to
jurisdiction andpenalties),an additional fine of $10 may be imposedfor
each item of litter thrown, discarded,left, emitted or deposited in
violationof this section.
(c) Deflnition.—As used in this section, the term “normal hunting

activities” shall not include a circumstancewhen a personhasfired more
than sixroundsfrom a stationaryposition.
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Section2. Thisactshall takeeffectimmediately.
