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Amending Title 65 (Public Officers) of the PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,
clarifying the definitionof “agency.”

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. The definition of “agency” in section 703 of Title 65 of the
PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutesis amendedto read:
§ 703. Definitions.

The following wordsandphraseswhenusedin this chaptershallhavethe
meaningsgiven to themin this sectionunlessthe contextclearly indicates
otherwise:

“Agency.” Thebody, andall committeesthereofauthorizedby thebody
to takeofficial actionor renderadviceon mattersof agencybusiness,of all
thefollowing: theGeneralAssembly,theexecutivebranchof thegovernment
of this Commonwealth,including theGovernor’sCabinetwhen meetingon
official policymakingbusiness,any board, council,authority or commission
of the Commonwealthor of any political subdivisionof the Commonwealth
or any State,municipal, townshipor school authority,school board,school
governing body, commission, the boards of trustees of all State-aided
collegesanduniversities,the councilsof trusteesof all State-ownedcolleges
anduniversities,theboardsof trusteesof all State-relateduniversitiesandall
community collegesor similar organizationscreatedby or pursuant to a
statutewhich declaresin substancethat the organizationperformsor hasfor
its purposethe performanceof an essential governmentalfunction and
throughthejoint actionof its membersexercisesgovernmentalauthority and
takesofficial action. The term shall include the governing boardof any
nonprofit corporationwhich by a mutuallybinding legalwritten agreement
with a community college or State-aided,State-ownedor State-related
institution of higher educationis granted legally enforceablesupervisory
and advisorypowersregarding the degreeprogramsof the institution of
higher education. The term does not include a caucusor a meeting of an
ethics committee created under rules of the Senate or House of
Representatives.
