providingfor restitutionfor cleanupofclandestinelaboratories.
The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby

enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Title 18 of thePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutesis amended
by addinga sectionto read:
§ 1110. Restitutionfor cleanupofclandestinelaboratories.

(a) Generalrule.—Whenanypersonis convictedof an offenseunder
The ControlledSubstance,Drug, Deviceand CosmeticAct involving the
manufactureofa controlledsubstance,thecourt shall orderthepersonto
makerestitutionfor the costs incurred in the cleanup, including labor
costs,equipmentandsupplies,ofany clandestinelaboratory usedby the
personto manufacturethecontrolledsubstance.

(b) Definitions.—Asused in this section, the following words and
phrasesshallhavethe meaningsgivento themin this subsectkm.

“Clandestine laboratory.” A location or site, including buildings or
vehicles, in which glassware, heating devices,precursors or related
reagentsor solvents which are intendedto be used or are used to
unlawfullymanufacturea controlledsubstanceare located..

“Cleanup.” Actions necessaryto contain, collect, control, identify,
analyze,disassemble,treat, removeor otherwisedisperseall substances
and materials in a clandestinelaboratory, including thosefound to be
hazardouswasteand any contaminationcausedby those substancesor
materials.

“The ControlledSubstance,Drug, DeviceandCosmeticAct.” The act
ofApril 14, 1972 (P.L.233, No.64),known as The Controlled Substance,
Drug, DeviceandCosmeticAct.

Section2. This actshalltakeeffect in 60 days.
