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AN ACT

HB 2587

Authorizing and directing the Departmentof GeneralServices,with the approvalof
the PennsylvaniaHistorical andMuseumCommissionand the Governor,to grant
and convey to Milton Area SchoolDistrict certain lands and building situate in
the TownshipofWestChillisquaque,Countyof Northumberland,Commonwealth
of Pennsylvania.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section1. Authorization.
The Department of General Services, with the approval of the

PennsylvaniaHistorical and Museum Commission and the Governor, is
hereby authorized and directed on behalf of the Commonwealth of
Pennsylvaniato grant andconvey to Milton Area SchoolDistrict, for one
dollar ($1.00),approximately0.374acresof landanda stoneschoolbuilding
formerly known as “Sodom School” as describedin The Indenturefrom
Milton AreaSchoolDistrict datedJune12, 1968.
Section2. Description.

Thepropertyto beconveyedpursuantto section1 consistsof:
ALL THAT CERTAIN tract or lot of land situate in the Township of

West Chillisquaque, Northumberland County, Commonwealth of
Pennsylvania,boundedanddescribedas follows, to wit:

BEGINNING at a point in the northernline of PennsylvaniaHighway
Route45 leadingfrom Montandonto Mooresburg,which said point marks
the southwestcornerof landsof Earl Walters; thencewestwardlyalong the
northernline of said PennsylvaniaHighway Route45, South 67 1/4 degrees
West, a distanceof 10 perches,moreor less, to a point, cornerof lands of
FosterWeaverandPearlWeaver,hiswife;

thenceNorthwardly along same,North 4 3/4 degreesEast,a distanceof
8.9 perches,moreor less,to a point;

thenceeastwardlyalonglandsof Earl Walters,South811/4degreesEast,
a distanceof 6.5perches,moreor lessto apoint;

thence southwardlyalong lands of Earl Walters,South 21 1/2 degrees
East, a distanceof 6.4 perches,more or less, to the point and place of
beginning.

CONTAINING 16,291 squarefeet (0.374acres)of land,moreor less.
WHEREONIS ERECTED a stone school andmeeting house,formerly

knownas “SodomSchool”.
BEING the samepremiseswhich the Milton Area SchoolDistrict, by its

deeddatedJune 12, 1968, and recordedin NorthumberlandCountyDeed
Book Vol. 487, Page64, grantedand conveyedto the Commonwealthof
Pennsylvania,grantorherein.
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Section3. Easements.
The conveyanceshall be made under and subject to all lawful and

enforceableeasements,servitudesand rights of others,including, but not
confinedto, streets,roadwaysandrights of any telephone,telegraph,water,
electric,gasor pipeline companies,as well as underandsubjectto anylawful
and enforceableestatesor tenanciesvestedin third personsappearingof
record,for anyportion of the landor improvementserectedthereon.
Section4. Execution.

The Deedof Conveyanceshallbe by SpecialWarrantyDeedandshall be
executed by the Secretary of General Services in the name of the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.
Section5. Restrictions.

The deedof conveyanceshall containa clauserequiringthe Milton Area
SchoolDistrict to providepublic accessto the building and to maintainand
preservethe premisesby ensuringthat any improvementsto the propertyare
compatiblewith its original architecturaldesign and landscape/siteplan in
termsof scale,massing,fenestration,materialsandcolor, andare consistent
with the recommendedapproachesin the Secretary of the Interior’s
Standardsfor Rehabilitation and Guidelines for Rehabilitating Historic
Buildings as revised in 1995. No new construction,demolition, alteration,
remodelingor landscaping/sitework shall be undertakenor permittedto be
undertakenon the property without the prior written approval of the
PennsylvaniaHistorical and Museum Commission. If at any time the
Grantee,or its successorsin function,conveyssaid property,prohibitspublic
accessor doesnot maintainor preservethepropertyin accordancewith the
restrictions set forth in this section, ownership shall revert to the
Commonwealth.
Section6. Costsandfees.

Costsandfeesincidentalto this conveyanceshallbeborneby thegrantee.
Section7. Effectivedate.

Thisactshall takeeffectimmediately.
