The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsas follows:

Section1. Prohibitedconduct.
No municipalpensionor retirementsystemin a city of thefirst classshall

deny any benefit, including pension payments,service-connecteddeath
benefitsor service-connectedhealthcarebenefitsto any surviving spouseof
any police officer or police employee,including police pensionersand
employeesof the policedivision, as aresult of the remarriageor subsequent
marriageof thesurvivingspouse.
Section2. Repeals.

(a) Specific.—Theactof May 20, 1915 (P.L.566,No.242),entitled “An
act requiringcities of the first classto establisha pensionfund for employes
of said cities, and all county or other public employes,if any, paid by
appropriationof the city councils thereof,andout of the treasuryof said
cities; and regulatingthe administrationand thepaymentof suchpensions,”
is repealedto the extent that it would act to deny any benefit, including
pensionpayments,service-connecteddeathbenefits or service-connected
healthcare benefitsto any surviving spouseof anypolice officer or police
employee,including police pensionersandemployeesof the policedivision,
asaresult of theremarriageor subsequentmarriageof the survivingspouse.

(b) Inconsistent.—Theact of April 21, 1949 (P.L.665,No.155),known
astheFirst ClassCity HomeRuleAct, is repealedinsofarasit is inconsistent
with this act.
Section3. Effectivedate.

Thisactshall takeeffectin 60 days.
