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EFFECTIVE DATES OFSTATUTES
Sections1701 (a) (5) and(b) (2), 1702 (4) and1703 (5) of Title 1 (General

Provisions)ofthePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutesprovide:

§ 1701. Statutesgenerally

(a) Generalrule.—Exceptasotherwiseprovidedinthischapterall statutes
enactedfinally at anyregularsessionof the GeneralAssemblynotcontaining
aspecifiedeffectivedateshallbe effectiveonthedatespecifiedb~thatone:of
thefollowing rulesofconstructionin effectonthedateoffinal enactmentofthe
statute:

(5) Finalenactmenton or afterJune6, 1969.— 60 daysafterfmal
enactment.
(b) Statutesenactedaftereffectivedatethereinspecified.—Exceptas

otherwiseprovidedin this chapterall statutesenactedfinally at any regular
sessionoftheGeneralAssemblyaftertheeffectivedatethereinspecifiedshall
be effective on the date specified by that one of the following rules of
constructionin effectonthedateof final enactmentof the statute:

(2) Finalenactmenton or afterJanuary10, 1960.— 60 daysafter
fmal enactment.

§ 1702. Statutesmaking appropriations

Appropriationstatutes,or statuteshaving appropriationitems enacted
fmaily atanyregularsessionoftheGeneralAssembly,shallbeeffectiveonthe
datespecifiedby that oneofthefollowing rulesofconstructionin-effectonthe
dateof final enactmentof thestatute:

(4) Finalenactmenton or afterJune6, 1969.— on thefirst dayof
Julynextfollowing theirfinal enactment,unlessa differentdateisspecified
in thestatuteitself, orunlessanysuchstatuteisenactedfmally afterthefirst
dayof July in anyyear,or afterthedatespecifiedin thestatute,in which
caseit shallbeeffectiveimmediatelyuponfmal enactment.

§ 1703. Statutesaffectingthe budgetofany political subdivision
Statutesaffectingthebudgetofanypolitical subdivisionenacted~fmallyat

any regularsessionof the GeneralAssemblyshall be effectiveon the date
specifiedby that oneofthefollowing rulesofconstructionin effectonthedate
of final enactmentof thestatute:

(5) Final enactmenton or after June 6, 1969.— on thedatespeci-
fied in thestatute,or if finally enactedthereafter,or if no dateisspecified,
thenat thebeginningof thefiscalyearofthepolitical subdivisionaffected
following thedateof final enactmentof thestatute.

PRINTING AND INTERPRETATION OF
AMENDATORY STATUTES

Sections1104 and1951 of Title I (General Provisions) of thePennsylvania
ConsolidatedStatutesprovide:

§ 1104. Printing of amendatory statutes

(a) Generalrule.—TheDirectoroftheLegislativeReferenceBureaushall,
in printingamendatorystatutes,causeto beprintedthe sectionor partof the
statuteonlyasreenacted.Exceptasprovidedin subsection(b) of this section,
in thesectionorpartofthelawreenacted,theDirectorshallcauseto beprinted
betweenbrackets,the words,phrases,or provisionsof the existingstatute,if
any, which have beenstricken out or eliminated by the adoption of the
amendment,andheshall causetobeprintedin italicsorwithunderscoringall
new words,phrasesor provisions, if any,which havebeeninsertedinto or
addedto thestatuteby thepassageof suchamendment.

(b) PennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes.—In printing as muchof any
statute asadds an entire title, part, article,chapter,subchapterorothermajor
subdivisionto thePennsylvaniaConsolidatedStatutes,theDirector-shall-cause
suchadditionto beprintedin Romantypewithoutunderscoring,andinprinting
asmuchof anystatuteasdeletesorrepealsanentiretitle, part,article,chapter,
subchapteror other major subdivision of the PennsylvaniaConsolidated
Statutes,theDirectorshall notcauseto beprintedtheprovisionswhichhave
beendeletedor repealedunlessthedeletionor repealwaseffectedby theuse
of brackets.

§ 1951. Interpretation of amendatorystatutes

In ascertainingthe correct reading, status and interpretation of an
amendatorystatute,thematterinsertedwithinbracketsshallbeomitted,andthe
matterin italics or underscoredshall beread andinterpretedas partof the
statute.
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
