Authorizingand directing theDepartmentof GeneralServices,with theapprovalof
theDepartmentofConservationandNaturalResourcesandtheGovernor,to lease
to PineTownship, Clearfield County, a certain tract of land situate in Pine
Township,ClearfieldCounty,for aconsiderationof$1.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. PineTownship,ClearfieldCounty.
(a) Authorizationanddescription.—TheDepartmentof GeneralServices,

with theapprovalof the Departmentof ConservationandNaturalResources
and the Governor, is hereby authorizedand directed on behalf of the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniato lease to Pine Township, Clearfield
County,the tractof landboundedanddescribedasfollows:

All that certain lot, pieceor parcelof land situatedin the Townshipof
Pine, Countyof Clearfield, Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,boundedand
describedasfollows:

Beginning,at a point, said point being a 5/8 inch iron pin with yellow
plastic cap, locatedS 68 degrees52 minutes59 secondsW, 72.94feet from
United Electric Cooperativepowerpoleno.2,locatedalongthenorthernside
of a certainBureauof Forestiyroad,know as the FourMile Road; thence
runningalongtheFourMile Road,approximately25 feet from thecenterline
thereof,N 63 degrees52 minutes12 secondsE, 436.88feetto a 5/8 inch iron
pin with yellow plastic cap; thenceN 20 degrees05 minutes34 secondsW,
367.49 feet to a 5/8 inch iron pin with yellow plastic cap; thence S 64
degrees44 minutes 11 secondsW, 151.49 feet to a 5/8 inch iron pin with
yellow plastic cap; thenceS 15 degrees15 minutes24 secondsW, 490.15
feetto a 5/8 inch ironpinwith yellow plasticcap,theplaceof beginning.

Containing 108,051.926 square feet, or 2.481 acres, surveyed, and
situatedwithin the confinesof a certain original tractof landwarrantedto
JamesMooreandDanielDelany,No. 5679.

Beinga portion of thethird describedparcelof land as containedin that
certaindeedfrom CyrusGordonandMary R. W. Gordon,his wife, to the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,datedAugust4, 1906 andrecordedin the
Office of theRecorderofDeedsof ClearfieldCounty,Pennsylvania,in Deed
Book 159,Page253.

(b) Easements.—Leaseof the land describedin subsection(a) shall be
madeunderand subject to all easements,servitudesand rights of others,
including, but qot confmedto, streets, roadwaysand rights of telephone,
telegraph,water,electric, sewer,gasor pipeline companies,as well asunder
and subject to any interest, estatesor tenanciesvested in third persons
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appearingof record, for any portion of the land or improvementserected
thereon.

(c) Restrictions.—Theleaseshall be underandsubjectto the following
conditions,which shallbecontainedin the lease:

(1) The term of the lease shall be for one year and shall be
automaticallyrenewedfrom year to year thereafter,for a period not to
exceed99 years,unlessterminatedby eitherpartywith six months’prior
notice or as otherwisestatedin the lease,for a considerationof $1 per
year.

(2) Thepropertyshall be usedfor townshippurposesandshouldPine
Township or its successorin function ceasesuch use, the leaseshall
automaticallybeterminated~

(3) The propertyshall not be usedas a municipal waste transfer
station. Any facilities on the propertyusedas or for townshiprecycling
shall be screenedfrom view or incorporatedinside a structureon the
property.

(4) TheDepartmentof ConservationandNaturalResources,with the
concurrenceof the Departmentof GeneralServices,reservestheright to
receive,review andcommenton all designsto makeimprovementsto the
property. The departmentsshall havea 60-day period for review and
comment.
(d) Land userestriction.—All leasesauthorizedor referredto underthis

act shall be made under and subject to the condition, which shall be
containedin theleasedocuments,thatno portionof theparcelsshall beused
as a licensedfacility as definedin 4 Pa.C.S.§ 1103 (relatingto definitions)
or any other similar type of facility authorizedunder the laws of this
Commonwealth.The conditionshallbe a covenantrunningwith the landand
shall be binding upon the lesseeand sublesseesand their respective
successorsandassigns.Should any portion of any parcelauthorizedto be
leasedunderthis act be usedin violation of this subsection,the leaseshall
terminateimmediately.

(e) Execution.—Theleaseof the propertydescribedin subsection(a)
shallbe approvedasprovidedby law andshallbe executedby the Secretary
of GeneralServiceswith theapprovalof theDepartmentof Conservationand
NaturalResourcesin thenameofthe Commonwealthof Pennsylvania. -

(I) Costsand fees.—Costsandfees incidentalto the leasein this section
shallbeborneby PineTownship. ,

Section2. Effectivedate.
This actshalltakeeffect in 60 days.
