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Providingfor thedonationof bloodby certain persons16 yearsof ageor older; and
makinga relatedrepeal.

The GeneralAssembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Donationof bloodby certainminors.
A personwho is 17 yearsof ageor older shallbe eligible to donateblood

in a voluntary andnoncompensatoryblood programwithout the permission
of a parentor guardian.The consentis not subjectto later disaffirmance
becauseofminority. A personwho is at least16 yearsof agebut less than 17
years of agemay donateblood in a voluntary andnoncompensatoryblood
collectionprogramif thepersonobtainswritten permissionfromtheperson’s
parentor guardian.
Section2. Repeal.

(a) Declaration.—TheGeneralAssemblydeclaresthat the repealunder
subsection(b) is necessaryto effectuatethisact.

(b) Action.—The act of December9, 1969 (P.L.333,No.141), entitled
“An actenablingcertainminors’ consentto donateblood,”is repealed.
Section3. Effectivedate.

Thisact shalltakeeffectin 60 days.
