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Authorizing and directingthe Departmentof GeneralServices,with the approvalof
theGovernorand the Departmentof Military andVeteransAffairs, to grant and
conveyto the Schuylkill YMCA certainlands anda building situatein the City of
Pottsville, Schuylkill County.

The General Assembly of the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniahereby
enactsasfollows:

Section 1. Conveyancein Pottsville,Schuylkill County.
(a) Authorization.—The Department of General Services, with the

approval of the Governorand the Departmentof Military and Veterans
Affairs, is herebyauthorizedanddirectedon behalfof theCommonwealthof
Pennsylvaniato grantandconvey,to the Schuylkill YMCA, certainlandsand
a building situatein theCity ofPottsville,Schuylkill County for $160,000.

(b) Propertydescription.—Theproperty to beconveyedpursuantto this
section consists of approximately 0.33 acres, and an armory building
bounded,andmoreparticularlydescribedas follows:

BEGINNING at a stakein theeasternbuilding line of North CentreStreet
at the northwestcornerof Lot NumberFourteen(14) in accordancewith the
plan of R. S. Bashore’slots dated February 1907, and made by A. B.
Cochrane & Son, Engineers; thence at right angles to Centre Street
eastwardlyalongthe dividing line betweenLots NumbersThirteen(13) and
Fourteen(14) for a distanceof one hundredand thirty-five (135) feetand
eleven and three-quarter(11 3/4) inches to the right of way of the
Philadelphia& ReadingRailwayCompany;thence southwardlyalong said
right of way a distanceof onehundred(100) feet andfive (5) inchesto the
southeastcorner of Lot Number Eighteen(18) as per said aforementioned
plan; thence westwardly along the dividing line betweenLots Numbers
Eighteen(18) andNineteen(19) to a stakein the easternbuilding line of
CenterStreeta distanceof one hundredandforty-five (145)feetandthree(3)
inches;thencenorthwardlyalong said easternbuilding line of CentreStreet
onehundred(100) feetto theplaceof BEGINNING.

BashoreandMay B. Bashore,hiswife, by deed
datedMarch 14, 1912 andrecordedin the Schuylkill County Recorderof
DeedsOffice in DeedBook 359, Page103.

(c) Conditions.—Theconveyanceshall be madeunderandsubjectto all
lawful andenforceableeasements,servitudesand rights of others,including,
butnot confined to, streets,roadwaysandrights of anytelephone,telegraph,
water,electric,gasor pipeline companies,aswell as underandsubjectto any
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lawful andenforceableestatesor tenanciesvestedin third personsappearing
of record, for anyportionofthe land or improvementserectedthereon.

(d) Restrictionon use.—Theconveyanceauthorizedunder this section
shallbe madeunderandsubjectto the condition,which shall be containedin
the deedof conveyance,that no portion of the propertyconveyed shall be
used as a licensed facility, as defined in 4 Pa.C.S.§ 1103 (relating to
definitions),or any othersimilar type of facility authorizedunder Statelaw.
The conditionshallbe a covenantrunningwith the land andshall bebinding
upon the grantee, its successorsand assigns. Should the grantee, its
successorsor assignspermit any portion of the propertyauthorizedto be
conveyedin this section to be used in violation of this subsection,the title
shallimmediatelyrevertto and revestin thegrantor.

(e) Deed.—Thedeedof conveyanceshall be by specialwarrantydeed
andshallbe executedby theSecretaryof GeneralServicesin the nameof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania.

(f) Costsandfees.—Costsandfees incidental to this conveyanceshall be
borneby the grantee.

(g) Depositof proceeds.—Theproceedsfrom thesaleshall be deposited
in theStateTreasuryArmory Fund.

(h) Alternate disposition.—In the event that this conveyanceis not
executedwithin six monthsof the effectivedateof this section,the property
may be disposedof in accordancewith section 2406-A of the act of April 9,
1929(P.L.177,No.175),knownasThe AdministrativeCodeof 1929.
Section2. Effective date.

This actshall takeeffect immediately.
