An ACT transferving the Powers of the Truftees
of the county of Adams to the Commiffioners of
Said county, and authorifing them to levy a furs

- ther fum for completing the pudlic Buildings
therein. '

rHEREAS it has been reprefented, by
petition ro the legiflature of this coma
monwealth, that the truftees appointed uyader
: ' the
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the ad, entitled * A {upplement to an a&t, ens
titled ¢ An alt erecling part Df the county of
York into a feparate county,” have proceeded
according to the direftions of faid agt, in pur-
chafing lots and erecting thereon a court-houfe
and prifon, and having -expended the monies
which were appropriated by law for the afore-
{aid parpofes ; but not being fufficient to com-
plete the fame, have therefore prayed the le-
giflature to pafs an adt, transferring the pow-
ers of faid truftees to the county commiffion-
ers, and authgrifing them to aflefs and levy
fuch farther fum, not exceeding four thoufand
dollars, as in their opinion may be thought ne-
ceffary ro. compléte faid buildings, and alfo to
}Juﬂd a wall around the prifon yard: There-
ore :
