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CHAPTER XXII,

An ACT for the Relief of the Children of Fobu
Maxwell, deceafed.

v HEREAS it is reprefented to the Legif-
lature, that John Maxwell, late of Cer-
narvon townthip, Lancafter county, yeoman,
died inteftate, anno domini one thoufand feven
hundred and eighty.fix, feized in his demefne
. as of fee, of, in and to a certain mefluage, te-
nement and tra& of land, fituate in the town-
thip and county aforefaid, adjoining lands of
Edward Davis, Chriftian Hartzler and David
Jenkins, containing about fixty-fix acres, leaving
neither widow nor lawful iffue, brothers nor
filters, nor any known heirs; but. leaving a
woman named Ifabella, with whom he inter-
married when under the difability of a prior
marriage, and by whom he had fix children, 7
wif: John, Margaret, Martha, Mary, Sarah
and Ifabella; all of whom, except Margaret,
were born after the death of his firft wife: And
whereas it is prefumed that the faid landed eftate
has efcheated to the Commonwealth, for want
of known heirs of the faid John Maxwell, and
alfo that the faid children, although not the law-
ful, were the reputed heirs of John Maxwell,
and living with him at the time of his death,
wauld, in all probability, have enjoyed his eftate
had he died teftate : And whereas it would feem
peculiarly fevere if, under thefe circumftances,
the faid children fhould be forever excluded
from the enjoyment of faid eftate, by an efcheat
to the Commonwealth: Therefore,

Seltion 1. Be it enaiied by the Senate and
Houfe of Reprefentatives of the Commonwealth of
Pennfyivania, in General Affembly met, and it is
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beredy enalted by the authority of the fame, That The cBate.of
all and every the right, title, intereft, claim and Jihn Mexreh
demand which this Commonwealth may have pofed to have
acquired by reafon of any efcheat, or fuppofed &cheated to
efcheat, for want of heirs or known kindred of weith, vefted
the faid John Maxwell, deceafed, of, into and in hischildrea,
out of the faid real eftate whereof the faid John

Maxwell died feized, fhall be and the fame here-

by are vefted in all the aforefaid children of the

{aid John Maxwell, to be had and held by them,

their heirs, executors, adminiftrators and affigns,

as tenants in common, forever; fubjeét never-

thelefs to the fatisfaCtion and payment of all

lawful liens, debts, -claims and demands what-

foever.’
