ticket or tickets, or fhall receive any money, or
. goods whatloever, in confideration of any agree-
ment, or promife to repay any fum or fums of
money, or to deliver the fame, or any other
goods whatfoever, if any fuch ticket fhall prove
fortunate or unfortunate, or upon any other
chance or chances, event or events, contingency
or contingencies, relative or applicable to the
drawing of any fuch ticket or tickets, whether
as to the time of their being drawn, or other-
wife howloever, upon being thereof convitted,
fhall forfeit and pay, for each and every fuch
offence, a fum not lefs than twenty nor exceed-
ing one hundred dollars; to be recovered as
debts are by law recoverable ; the one moiety
thereof to go to the ufe of the poor of any
city or county, (as the cafe may be) in which
fuch offence was committed ; and the other
moilety thereof to the perfon or perfons who
fhall profecute for the fame.
