Se&ion 1. Y it enaded by the Senate and
: : Houfe of Reprefentatives of the
Commonwealith of Pennfylvania, in Gensral As-
sesably met, and it is beréby enalted by the antho-
rity of the fame, That the town of Williamf{port,
in the county of Lycoming, fhall be, and the
fame is hereby erefted into a borough, which
fhall be called ¢ The Borough of Williamsporr™
and fhall be comprifed within the following
bounds; #o i, Beginning at the welt branch
of the river Sulquehanna, thence north thirty-
one degrees welt one hundred and fifty feet to
the north-caft corner of Eaft and Front-ftreets;
thence along Ealt-ftreet including the {ame north
thirty-one degrees weft one thoufand nine hun.
dred and ninety-four feet to a poft on Michael
Rofs’s Jand; thence fouth fifty-nine degrees weft
fivé hundred and fifty-fix feet to the north-weit
corner of Mulberry and North-flreets; thence
along Norih-treet including the fame fouth if-
ty-nine degrees weft one thoufand four hundred
and forty-cight feet to the north-eaft corner of
William and North-ftreets; thence fouth fifty-
nine degrees weft five hundred and fifty-fix feet
to a poit on James Hepburn’s land; thence
fouth thirty-one degrees caft one thoufand and

meet in the court-houfe in faid borough, and

lates to receiving and counting votes, and fhall be

fubjett to the {ame penslties for mal-prattices
as by the faid eleftion laws arcimpofed; and

the faid judge, infpeftor and clerk, before they

enter on the exercife of their refpective duties,
fhall take an oath or affirmation before any jul-
tice of the peace of the couniy of Lycoming, to
perform the fame with fidelity; and: fhall hold

the faid eleftion from time to time as occafion

fhall require, reccive, and count the ballots and

declare the perfons having the greateft number

of votes to be duly elefted, whercupon dupli-

to fill fuch vacancy, he giving at leaft ten days
previous notice by advertifements fet up at
four of the moft public places within the faid
borough.

Jkind foever, not exceeding the yearly value
of three thoufand dollars, and alfo to give,
grant, let, fell and affign the (ame lands, tene-
ments, hereditaments, rents, goods and chat-
tels, and by the name aforefaid, they fhall be
capable in law to fu¢ and be fued, plead and be
impleaded, in any of the courts of this comn-
monwealth, 1 zll manner of aftions whatlo-
cver, and to have and ufe one common feal,
and the fame from ume to time, at thdr will
to change and alter,

Sec. 5. And be it further enacted by the au-
thority aforgi{aid, That the burgefs and town- porough of.
council and high conftable, and each of them, cersto ke
fhall take an oath or affirmation, before any o™t
one of the judges or juftices of peace for the
county of Lycoming, to fupport the conflitu-
tion of the United States and of this State, and
well and truly to execute the duties of their
refpelive offices in the borough of Williams-
port, before they fhall enter on the execution
thereof ; and the certificate of fuch oath or af-
firmation, fhall be recorded in the books of the
faid corporation.

Sec. 6. And be it further enalled by the au-
thority aforefaid, That it fhall and may be law- qpe town-
ful for the town-council to meet as often as couuil em-

. powered to
occafion may require, and enatt fuch bye-laws (poa byeaws
and make fuch rules, regulations and ordi- ’
nances, as fhall be determined by a majority
of them, neceffary to promote the peace, good
order, benefit and advantage of the faid bo-

rough; particularly of providing for the market, to regulate
’ frects the market,

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{treets, alleys and highways therein; they thall
have power to aflefs, apportion and appropri-
ate fuch taxes asthall be determined by a ma-
jority of them, neceflary for carrying the faid
rules and ordinances from time to time into
complete effect and alfo to appoint a town-clerk,
trecfurer, tvo perfons to aét as  fireet and
road commifitoners, and a clerk of the market,
annually and fuch other officers as fhall be deem-
ed neceffary, from time to time: Provided, That
no bve-law, rule or ordinance of the faid cor-
poration, fhall be repugnant to the conflitution
or laws of the United States or of this com-
monwealth, and that no perfon fhall be pun-
ifhed for a breach of a byedaw or odinance,
made as aforefaid, unal three weeks have ex-
pired after the promulgation thereof, by at
leaft four adverttlements fet up in  the moft”
public places in faid borough: And Provided
alfo, That no tax fhall b2 laid in any one year,
on the valuation of taxable proverty, exceeding
one cent in the dollar, unless fome object of
general utility fhall be thought neceffary; in
which cafe, a majority of the freeholders of
faid borough, by writing under their hands,
Lall appreve of and certify the fame to the town-
council, who fhall proceed to aflefs the fame
accordingly.

Scc. 7. And be it further enafied by the au-
therity aforcfaid, That the burgels elefted and
qualified, agrecably to this ack, is herchby au-
thoriled and empowered to iflue his precept, as
often as occafien may require, direlted to the
hizh conftable, commanding him to colieé& all
taxos affeffed, 2nd fines and forfeitures impofed
by this a&t, or by the ordinances, or regulzrions
of the corporativn, and the fame to pay over to

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the treafurer; and the faid burgefs is hereby
authorifed to carry into effet alt bye-laws en-
. ated by the council, and whatever elfe fhall be
enjoined on him for the well-ordering and go-
verning of the faid borough; he fhall have ju-
rifdiction in all difputes between the corpora-
tion and individuals arifing under the bye-laws :
Provided neverthelefs, That it thall and may be
lawful to and for the juftices of the peace of
the faid borough, and all and every of the juf-
tice or juftices of the peace aforefaid, refiding
or being in the faid borough, to do and exe-
cute every afk or afls as pertaining to their of-
fice, agreeably to the powers conferred on them
by the conftitution and laws of this common-
wealth,

Sec. 8. And bc it further e¢nalted by the au-
thority aforefaid, That it fhall be the duty of Ditessf the
the town-clerk to attend all meetings of the
town-council, when affembled on bufinefs of
the corporation, and perform the duties of clerk
thereto, and keep and preferve the common
fea] and records of the corporation, and be an-
fwerable for the fame, and alfo for the
faithful difcharge of all duties which may
be enjoined on him by virtue of this a&, or of
the aéts of the corporation, wholfe atteftation,
with the feal of the corporation, fhall be good
evidence of the a& or thing fo certified.

Sec. 9. And be it furtber enalfed by the au- o o
thority aforefsid, 'That the treafurer fhall give give fecority.
fecurity for the faithful difcharge of the duties
of the office, and for the fafe delivery of all mo-
nies, books and accounts appertaining thereto
into the hands of his fucceffor, upon demand
made for that purpofe.

by this a&: Previded, That it thall be the duty
of the conilable refiding therein, for the time
being, to publith and fuperintend the election
to be held on the firft Monday in May next, as
1s herein before directed.
