who {hall produce the head or heads thereof
befare any juftice of the peace, in, and for any
county as atorefaid, it fhall be the duty of fuch
_juftice to examine fuch perfon or perfons on
oath or affirmation, touching the time when,
and place, where fuch wolf or wolves was or
were caught and killed, and if the place of fuch
catching and killing, fhall be found to be with-
in the bounds of the county, in which fuch
juftice has jurifdiétion, and if the wolf be full
grown, it then fhall be the duty of fuch juftice.
after deftroying fuch head or heads, to give
fuch perfon or perfons a certificate of the fa@s
to the commiflioners of the county, who {hall
draw their order for eight dollars on the trea-
{urer of the county, in which it {hall have ap-
peared, fuch wolf or wolves.was or were caught
and Kkilled for each and every head produced
and deftroyed as before mentioned ; and for
every wolf puppy that fhall be produced and
deftroyed as before mentioned, he thall certify
to the commiflioners as afarefaid, who thall
draw their order on the treafurer aforefaid, for
the fum of three dollars; and it fhall be the
duty of fuch treafurer, and he is hereby diretted
to pay the ampunt of the faid order out of the
money
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money in the treafury appropriated for county
purpofes.
