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CHAPTER CLL

An ACT fecuring to mechanics and others, pay-
ment for their labour and materials, in eredling
any boufe or other building, within the city and
county of Fbiladelphia.

Settion 1. E it enacted by the Senate and
Houfe of Reprefentatives of the

Commonwealth of Pennfylvania, in General Ai-
sembly met, and it is bereby enacted by the autho-
rity of the fame, That' all and every dwelling
houfe or other building hereafter conftruéted
and erected within the city and county of Phi-
ladelphia, {hall be fubject to the payment of the
debts contracted for, or by reafon of any work
done or materials found, and provided by any
brickmaker, bricklayer, ftone-cutter,” malon,
lime merchant, carpenter, painter and glazier,
ironmonger, blackimith, plaifterer, and lumber
merchant, or any other perfon or perfons em-
ployed in furnithing materials, for, or in the
erecting and conftrulting fuch houfe or other
building before any other lien, which originated
fublequent to the commencement of the faid
houfe or other building; but if {uch houfe or
other building fhould not fell for a fum of mo-
ney fuflicient to pay all the demands for work
and materials, then, and in fuch cafle, the fame
fhall be averaged, and each of the creditors paid
a fum proportioned to their feverai demands:
Pravidea alwsys, That no fuch debt for work
and materials, fhall remain a lien on the faid
houfes or other buildings longer than two years
from the commencement of the building there-
of, unlefs an aétion for the recovery of the fame
be inflituted or the claim filed within fix months
after performing the work, or furnifhing the
male-

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materials in the office of the prothonotary of
the county: #nd provided alfo, That each and satisfaction &
every perfon having received fatisfattion for his the feverz, de-
or their debt, for which a claim has been or pid, to be
thall be filed or a&ion brought as aforefaid, c?éf;ﬁ}mﬂr:::
fhall at the requeft of any perfon interefted in ofioe, se.
the building on which the fame was a lien, "or
in having the fame lien removed, or of his, her,
. or their legal reprefentatives; on payment of the
cofts of the claim or aftion, and on tender of
the cofts of office, for entering the fatisfattion
within fix days after fuch requeft made, enter
fatisfation of the claim in.the office of the pro-
thonotary of the court, where fuch claim was.
or fhall be filed or fuch ation brought, which
fhall forever thereafter difcharge, defeat and
- releafe the fame; and if fuch perfon having re-
ceived fuch fatisfadtion as aforefaid, by himfeif
or his attorney, fhall not within fix days after
requeft, and payment of the cofts of the claim
or action and tender as aforefaid, by himfelf or
his attorney duly authorifed, enter fatisfaction
as aforefaid, he, fhe, or they negletting or re-
fufing fo to do, fhall forfeit and pay unto the
party or parties aggrieved any fum of money,
not exceeding one half of -the debt, for which
the claim was filed or aftion brought as afore-
faid, to be fued for and demanded by the perfon
or perfons damnmified in like manner as other
debts are now recoverable by, law of this com-
monwealth. :

. Sec. 2. And be it further enacled by the autho-
