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CHAPTER CL1V,

An ACT 20 quthorife Lewis Réefe and -Themas
Millsy to erect @ Wing-dam, on the River
_ Schuyllall, in the County of Berks.

Setion 1' E it enaited by the Senate and
Houfe of Reprefentatives of the
Cammanwea!ﬁo ef Pemy_"ylvmtm, in Genéral As-
sembly met, and it is bereby enatied by the autho-
rity of the jame, That Lewis Reefe and Tho-
mas Mills, their, and each of their heirs and
affigns, be, and they are hereby authorifed and
empowered to ere@t and for ever maintain a
wing-dam, one foot high above low water mark,
at the upper end of the dam, to carry it
level on the top to the lower end of the dam, on
the river Schuylkill, adjoining their own land,
in the county of Berks, about a mile above the_
borough -of Reading, and one hundred. rods
above the confluence-of Tulpehocken creek,
with the faid river Schuylkill, on the eaft fide
of the faid river, and to extend the dam fo far
into the faid fiver, not exceeding one-fourth of
the width of the {ame, and to draw off as.much
" water as may be neceffary for the ufe of fuch
mill, not exceeding two water-wheels, which
the fa1d Lewis Reefe aridd Thomas Mllls, their,
and each of their heirs and affigns, may, or
fhall hereafter ere@ : Provided, That the faid
Lewis Reefe and Thomas Mills, their heirs and
“afligns, in ereéting the faid dam and keeping
the fame in repair, or in drawing off the water
from the faid river, fhail not thereby injure or
impede the navigation of the faid river, or in-
fringe the rights and privileges of any individu-
al, nor fhall they erelt any wier, rack or bafket,
nor make ufe, of any devife whatever for takmcr
ot
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of filh, by means of faid wing: Provided alfi,
That 1f a future Legiflature { %ould determine,
‘that the faid dam fhall be -ufed as a ftill-water
“navigation, the faid Lewis Reefe and Thomas
Mills, fhall in this cafe, put in the faid dam a
complete lock, {uitable and convenjent for
boats to pafs through toll free, and fhall for-
ever keep the fame in complete repair.

Sec. 2. And be-it further enaited by the au-
thority aforefaid, That on complaint of any per- Commifffoners
fon or perfons to the judges of the court of ;‘:,bf,jl’c%f;‘_‘
quarter feflions of the peace, of the faid county plaint of any
of Berks, it thall be the duty of the faid judges, Firon 3o
to appoint three commiffioners, to view the faid
dam, and compare it with the limitations and
provifions herein fet forth and enalted, and re-
port the ftate thereof to the faid court at their
next-feflions, in the {aid county; which report
being made if it fhall appear thereby that an
offence has been committed. againft this ad, it
thall be the duty of the faid court, to diret a
bill of indi¢tment, to be {ent ro the grand jury,
and upon profecution to conviftion, the faid
Lewis Reefe, ThomasMiils, their, and each of
their heirs and affigns, fhall be Tiable (o pay a
fine not exceeding five hundred dollars, at the
difcretion of the court, who, fhall order fo
much of the faid dam to b€ abated, as fhall
bring the fame within the limitations and pro-
vifions of this a&, at the coft of the perfon or
perfons fo conviéted. '
