An ACT for the relicf of non-refident Owners of.
Lands, in Sugar-Creek 9ownfbip, Venango
county.

WHEREAS it appears by a petition from

the commifhoners and auditors of the
county of Crawford, that the fupervifors of Su-
gar-creck townthip, did in the year one thoufand
eight hundred and three, aflels a road tax for the
