CHAPTER CLXXXV.

A ACT for the Relief of Sobn Cummins, and
. Witliam Cooper. .

‘X7HEREAS it appears to the Legiflature,
: that John-Gill and William Cooper, ob.
fained patents from this commonwealth, for the
two following tracs of donation land, fituate in
the fixth diltri&, wiz. number one thouland two
hundred and fixty-five, granted to faid John Gill
for fervices rendered during the revolutionary
war, and number fifty-feven, granted to faid
Cooper for like fervices: And whereas it ap-
pears that John Cummins, is now the owner by
purchafe of that tralt granted to the aforefaid
John Gill: And whereas it appears that the two
tracts aforefaid, are in part covered by furveys,
made in the ffth diftri&t, whereby faid Cummins
and Cooper, are deprived of a great part of the
lands granted to them as aforefpid: For remedy
whereof,

Setion 1. Be it enaffed by the Serate and
Houfe of Reprefentatives of the Commonwealth of
Pennfylvania, in General Affembly met, and it is
hercby enafted by the authority of the fame,
