CHAPTER XXXIV.
An ACTY for the relicf of William Sherrard.

HEREAS it hath been represented to the legislature

by William Sherrard, the father of William Sher-

rard, junior, of Washington county, deceased, accompanied
by satisfactory evidence, that this commonwealth issued a war-
‘rant to Philip Whiteby, dated the twenty-fifth of (3ctober, one
thousand seven hundred and eighty-four, for four hundred acres
of land, situate on the waters of Fish-Creek, supposed to be
within the county of Washington : And the said Whiteby af-
terwards, viz. on the twenty-ninth day of July, one thousand
seven hundred and eighty-five, conveyed his right and title of
the said warrant and {and to John Hughes, and Timothy Ryan;
And on the fourth day of August, one thonsand seven hundred
and cighty-five, a patent was issued to the said John Hughes,
and Timothy Ryan for the same : And the said Timothy Ryan
conveyed his right in said tract to John Hughes, who conveyed
the said four hundred acres of land to William Sherrard, junior,
who since died between the'age of twenty-one and twenty-two
years, intestate, leaving neither widow, nor lawful issue: That
the said land on running the permanent western boundary line
of this state, was ascertained to be without this state, and with-
in the state of Virginia ; and that the agreement and laws of
compromise between the two states, relative to the security of
the titles in each, contiguous to, and likely to be * affected by
ascertaining said boundary, de not provide for his case because
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the warrant and patent issued for said larid, subsequently to the
said agreement and laws of compromise, and previously to the

xf"un'ning and opening of the said western boundary line : There-
orey .

Secrion 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
