any person a member of the company or troop under his com-
mand as aforesaid, without the person so applying shews a regu-
lar discharge from the company or troop to which he previously
belonged; and no volunteer troop of horse or company of grena-
diers, artillery, light-infantry or riflemen shall be commissioned,
