SkctioN I BE it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvaniay in General Assembly met,
and it is bereby enacted by the authority of the same, That so much of the ¢ 4.0 part
twenty-fourth section of the act, entitled *An act to enable the go- of former
vernor of this Commonwealth to incorporate a company for making laws repeal-
an artificial road, from the intersection of Front-street and the Ger- &% :
mantown road,in the Northern Liberties of the city of Philadelphia,
through Frankford and Bristol, to the ferry at Morrisville, on the ri-
ver Delaware,” passed on the twenty-fourth dayof March,in the year
of our Lord, one thousand eight hundred and three, as declares
that the rights, liberties, privileges and franchises, granted to the
‘'said company, shall revert to the Commonwealth, if the company -
