To amend sectiorn. eight of an act, approved the fourteenth day of
May, Anno Dowmini one thousand eight hundred and eighty-nine
(Pamphlet Laws, two hundred and ele sven), entitled “An act to
provide for the incorporation and gov:rnment of street railway
companies in “1is Commonwealth” ; changing the date of the an-
nual meeting of the stock-holders of such companies.

Section 1. Be it enacted. &c., That section eight of
an act, approved the fourteenth day of May, Anno
Domini one thousand eight hundred and eighty-nine
(Pamphlet i.aws, two hundred and eleven), entitled
“An act to provide for the incorporation and govern-
ment of sirect railway compan:ies in this Common-
wealth,” which reads as follows:—

“Section 8. The stock-holders of such companyv shall
mweet on the second Monday in January in every ycar
at their office, of which public notice shall be given at
least two weeks previously by the secretary, in the
manner prescribed in section scven, and ciioose, by a
majority of tlie votes present, a pu\ldent and the num-
ber of directors prescribed by the by-laws, not less
than four nor more than twelve, for the ensuing year,
who shall continue in office until the next annual meet-
ing and until others are chosen, at which annual meet-
ing the said stoek-holders shall have full power and
authority to make, alter and repeal, by a majority of
votes given, any or all such by-laws, rules, orders and
regulations, end do and perform such other corporate
acts as may be deemed advisable. The stock-holders
may meet at such other times as they may be sum-
moned by the president and directors, in such manner
and form and upon such notice as may be prescribed
by the by-laws. And the president, on the request in
writing of any number of stock-holders representing
not less than one-tenth in interest, shall call a special
meeting, giviag the like notice and stating specifically
the objects cf the meeting, and such objects and no
other shall be acted on at such meetings,” is hereby
amended to read as follows:—

Section 8. The stock-holders of such company shall
meet on the second Monday of January, or on such
other day as the by-laws of such company shall direct,
in every year, at their office, of which public notice
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shall be given at least two weeks previously by the sec-
retary, in the manner prescribed in section seven, and
choose, by a majority of the votes present, a president
and the number of directors prescribed by the by-laws,
not less than four nor more than twelve, for the ensu-
ing year, who shall continue in office until the next
annual meeting and until others are chosen, at which
annual meeting the said stock-holders shall have full
power and authority to make, alter, and repeal, by a
majority of votes given, any or all such by-laws, rules,
orders, and regulations, and do and perform such
other corporate acts as may be deemed advisable.
The stock-holders may meet at such other times as
they may be summoned by the president and directors,
in such manner and form and upon such notice as may
be prescribed by the by-laws. And the president, on
the request in writing of any number of stock-holders
representing not less than one-tenth in interest, shall
call a special meeting, giving the like notice and stat-
ing specifically the objects of the meeting, and such
objects and no other shall be acted on at such meet-
ings.
