AN ACT 
To amend section two of an act, approved the thirtieth day of 

May, one thousand eight hundred and ninety-three (Pamphlet 
Laws, one hundred and eighty-three), entitled "An act provid­
ing for the acquisition by the State of certain ground at Valley 
Forge for a public park, and making an appropriation thf're­
for." 

Section 1. Be it Pnaeted, &c., That section two of 
an act, approved the thi1·tieth day of May, one thou­
sand eight hundred and ninety-three (Pamphlet Laws, 
one hundred and eighty-three), entitled "An act provid­
ing for the acquisition by the State of certain ground 
at Valley Forge for a public park, and making an ap­
propriation therefor," which reads as follows:-

"Section 2. That ten citizens of the State be ap· 
pointed by the Governor for the term of five years, 
who are hereby constituted commissioners of said park. 
As often as a vacancy occurs, either by expiration of 
term or otherwise, the Governor may fill said vacancy, 
either for another term of five years or for the expired 
term, as the case may be. The said commissioners 
shall organize annually, on the first Mond1ay of June, 
by .the election of a president and secretary to serve 
for one year, but they shall receive no compensation for 
their service as commissioners," is hereby amended to 
read as follows:-

Section 2. That thirteen citizens of the State be ap­
pointed by the Governor for the term of five years, who 
are hereby constituted commissioners of said park. 
As often as a vacancy occurs, either by expiration of 
term or otherwise, the Governor may fill said vacancy, 
either for another term of five years or for the expired 
term, as the case may be. The said commissioners 
shall organize annually, on the first Monday of June, 
by the election of a president and secretary to·serve for 
one year, but they shall receive no compensation for 
their service as ·commissioners.

AN ACT 

WM. 0. SPROUL. 

Relating to the preparation of a new Constitution of the Com­
monwealth by a convention and its adoption or rejection by 
the people, and making an appropriation. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That at the primary 
election for the year one thousand nine hundred and 
twenty-one, the question "shall a constitutional cou­
vention be held in the year one thousand· nine hundrr.d 
and twenty-two, as provided in the act of Assembly, 
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approved the ............ day of .............. , one 
thousand nine hundred and twenty-one" (inserting the 
date of the approval of this act), followed by the words 
"yes" and "no" in appropriate voting blocks, shall be 
printed upon the official ballots to be used at such pri­
mary election as provided by the election laws of the 
Commonwealth for the submission of questions to ·the 
vote of the people. Below the said question shall ap­
pear the words "voters favoring the holding of a con­
stitutional convention in th~ year one thousand nine 
hundred and twenty-two will mark a cross (X) to the 
right of the word 'yes.' Those opposing the holding 
of a conveLtion will mark a cross (X) to the right of 
the .word 'no.' " 

Section 2. If a majority of the electors who shall 
vote upon the aforesaid question shall favor the holding 
of a constitutional convention, the said convention shall 
convene in the Renate chamber in the State Capitol in 
the city of Harrisburg on the second Tuesday of Janu­
ary, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-two, at 
twelve o'clock noon, and shall conclude its sessions not 
later than Augnst first, one thousand nine hundred and 
twenty-two. · 

Section 3. The said constitutional convention, if 
authorized by the electors as hereinhefore provided, 
shall consist of three delegates from each congression­
al district within the Commonwealth, as said districts 
are constLuted at the time of said primary election, 
and twenty-five delegates from the. Commonwealth at 
large, chosen as hereinafter provided. 

Section 4. Nominations for district delegates to 
the said constitutional convention shall be made at the 
primary election for the year one thousand nine hun­
dred and twenty-one. Names of candidates for nomina­
tion shall be printed upon the official ballot of each 
political party upon the filing of nomination petitions 
in their behalf, in the office of the Secretary of the 
Commonwealth, at least forty days before the date of 
the said primary. Such nomination petitions shall be 
in the form required by law for the nomination of can­
didates for the office of representative in Congress, and 
shall be signed by at least two hundred qualified elec­
tors of tte congressional districts within which the 
respective candidates shall reside, as provided by law. 

The Secretary of the Commonwealth, in forwarding 
_to the county commissioners of each county a list of 
the candidates for the various offices to be nominated 
at the said primary election, shall include the names 
of the candidates of each party for delegates to the 
constitutional convention. 

Each elector voting at such primary shall be entitled 
to vote for two candidates for district delegate to 
such constitutional convention. 
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The -county commi1ssioners, or the proper return 
judges, shall make the proper certification of returns 
of votes cast for the candidates for nomination for 
the office of delegate to the constitutional convention " 
to the Secretary of the Commonwealth. 

The two candidates of any political party receiving 
the largest number of votes at the said primary election 
shall be the nominees of such party for delegates from 
the congressional district within which such candi­
dates reside. 

Nominations for district delegates, made as herein 
provided, shall be of full force and effect in the event 
that the electors at the said primary election shall au­
thorize the holding of a constitutional convention in 
the year one thousand nine hundred and twenty-two, 
but, in the event that the electors at such primary elec­
tion shall not authorize the holding of a constitutional 
convention in said year, the nominations made at said 
primary election shall be void and of no force or effect 
whatsoever. 
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constitutional convention, if authorized as hereinbefore 
provided, may also be made by nomination papers in 
the manner provided by law for the nomination by 
nomination papers of candidates for representative 
in Congress. 

Section 6. If the electors at the said primary elec- ~\~'it1~~1 :fa::;:.­
tion for the year one thousand nine hundred and twen-
ty-one shall authorize the holding of a constitutional 
convention as hereinbefore provided, district delegates 
to such convention shall be elected at the municipal 
election for the year one thousand nine hundred and 
twenty-one. 

The ballots for use at such municipal election in the 
several congressional districts of the Commonweal th 
shall contain the names of the candidates for dis­
trict delegates from such congressional districts, nom­
inated as hereinbefore provided, and each e1ector vot­
ing at such municipal election shall be entitled· to vote 
for two district delegat~s to sucb constitutional con­
vention, and the three candidates for district delegates 
in each congressional district receiving -the highest 
vote shall ;()e the district delegates from fimch district 
to the constitution! convention. 

Section 7. If a constitutional convention be author- Deleg-ates appolnt­

ized as hereinbefore provided, the Governor shall ap- ed by Governor. 

point twenty-five delegates to said convention from 
the Commonwealth at large. Returns of the said elec-
tion shall be made by the proper prothonotary or re-
turn judges to the Secretary of the Commonwealth, 
who shall certify the result to tbe Governor, who shall 
thereupon declare by proclamation the names of the 
persons duly elected and of those appointed by him. 
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any vacancies occurring in the office of district dele­
gate or delegate at large to said constitutional conven­
tion may be filled by vote of the- remaining delegates. 

Section 8. If a constitutional convention be author-
ized as hereinbe!ore provided, it shall be called to or­
der by the Governor, and it shall immediately organ­
ize by electing a president, secretary, and such other 
officers as shall be necessary for the transaction of its 
business. ::t shall have the power to adopt rules of 
procedure, finally to determine the election and quali­
fication cf delegates, and generally to adjourn to such 
time or tin:.es and bUCh place or places as it shall de­
termine. 

Section 9. It shall be the duty of such constitution­
al convention to consider the c1•11stitution recommend­
ed by "The Commission on l.lonstitutional Amendment 
and Revision," apµointed under thfl act approved the 
fourth day of .Tune, Anno Domini one thousand nine 
hundred nineteen. 

The convention may submir i'f. proposed constitution 
as a whole, or may submit separately such parts there· 
of as it mav determine. 

Framing nf nnos- The Convention shall also frame the questions neceS-
tions to be aub-
mitted to elector&. sary to elicit from the electors their approval or rejec-

tion of the said propos:od constitution, and of any parts 
to be separately submitted, in brief form ar.d so that 
they can be answered by. either the word "yes" or the 
word "no." 

Constitntlon nrn- Section 10. Such constitution as may be proposed 
fl:.":.'1 b,. conven- by the constitutional conrention shall be engrossed and 

signed by the presidem and secretary of the conven·

wealth. Commonwealth not later ·:han ,h first Monday of ~ep­

tember of the year 011e thousand nine hundred aud 
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twenty-two. The Secretary of the Commonwealth 
simll enter the proposed <·oui,;titution upon the records 
of his office. He shall publish the said p1·~Jposcd con­
~titution in at least two newspapers, in every county 

·ut tile State wherein said number of newspapers may 
be publi:.;hen, once during the week immediately pre­
ceding the election, and shall publu.h the same in con­
venient form and send a copy thereof to every elector 
iu the Commonwealth making application therefor. 
He shall also cause to be sent through the county com­
missioners to each polling place in the Commonwealth, 
ir; sufficient time to be there available to persons voting 
thereat, at least ten copies of the constitution so pub­
lished, for the use of voters desiring to consult the 
same while in the polling place. 

The questions framed by the convention as aforesaid 
shall be by said convention certified to the Secretary 
of the Com:nonwealth, who shall in turn, at least tliirty 
days before the general election of one thousand nine 
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hundred and twenty-two, certify the same to the county 
commissioners of the several counties. The questions 
so certified shall be printed on the official ballot to be 
used at such general election, followed by the words 
"yes'' and "no" and appropriate voting blocks, as pro­
vided by the election laws of the Commonwealth for the 
submission of questions to the vote of the people. 

Section 11. The constitution, and any parts thereof 
to be submitted separately, proposed by such constitu­
tional convention, shall be submitted to the qualified 
electors of the Commonwealth for their approval or re­
jection at the general election in the year one thousand 
nine hundred and twenty-two. A majority of the 
electors voting upon the adoption or rejection of the 
proposed constitution shall be necessary for its adop­
tion. Such proposed constitution, and any parts there­
of submitted separately, if approved by a majority .of 
electors voting thereon, shall become effective, un­
less the proposed constitution or the schedule thereto 
shall otherwise provide, upon the first day of January, 
one thousand nine hundred and twenty-three. Re­
turns of the vote cast for and against the proposed con­
stitution, and for and against any parts thereof submit: 
ted separately as hereinbefore provided, shall be can­
vassed as provided by law, and shall be certified by the 
prothonotary of every county to the Secretary of the 
Commonwealth, who shall compute the same, and certi­
fy the result to the Governor. If from said certificate 
it shall appear that the proposed constitution, and any 
parts thereof submitted separately, shall have been 
adopted by the people, the Governor shall. immediate­
ly make proclamation thereof. 

Section 12. The members of the constitutional con­
vention, if held as provided by this act, shall each re­
ceive a salary of one thousand dollars ($1,000), payable 
in five equal instalments, an allowance for traveling 
expenses of twenty cents per mile circular for one ses-
sion, and an allowance for postage, stationery, and 
contingencies of one hundred dollars ($100). 

The convention shall have the power to employ and 
to fix the compensation of such secretary, officers, as­
sistants, clerks, and other employes, as shall be deem­
~d necessary to carry out the provisions of this act. 

Section 13. It is the intent of this act that the 
procedure provided for the nomination and election of 
district delegates shall be the same as that provided 
by law for the nomination and election of representa­
tives in Congress, and mattera relating to the nomina­
tion and election of delegates, not expressly covered 
by this act, shall be governed lby the laws relating to the 
nomination and election of such representatives. 

Section 14. The sum of two hundred eighty-five 
thousand dollars ($285,000), or so much thereof as may 
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be necessary! is hereby appropriated for the payment 
of the salaries and expenses connected with the said 
constitutional convention, and the advertising con­
nected with the submission thereof, the necessary 
printing and binding, which shall be done by the De­
partment of Public Printing and Binding on the order 
of the chairman. Payment of all money shall be on 
order of the president of the convention and on war­
rant of the Auditor General.
