AN ACT 
Relating to weak-minded persons and lunatics; providing that serv­

ice of process may be made upon next of kin of such persons 
and lunatics in the discretion of the court, and that such next of 
kin may be added as parties in all court proceedings_ in which 
such weak-mindnd persons or lunatics are parties or concerned; 
and permitting blood rl'latives of such persons or lunatics to in­
tervene us such in pending and future proceedings where weak­
minded persons or lunatics are parties or concerned; and repeal­
ing all inconsistent acts or parts of acts. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That in all proceed­
ings in any court of this Commonwealth in which a 
weak-minded person or lunatic is a party or concerned, 
when the court believes it to be in furtherance of 
justice and for the benefit of such weak-minded or 
lunatic party, the court may order service of process 
upon any or all of the next of. kin of such lunatic or 
weak-minded person, and may prescribe the manner 
of such service, and the time in which such service shall 
be made, and when returnable to said court; and the 
court may make such persons parties to such litigation 
in addition to the guardian of such weak-'.lllinded 
person or committee of such lunatic. 

Section 2. In all cases now pending or hereafter be­
gun in any of the courts of this Commonwealth in 
which a weak-minded person or lunatic is a party, any 
blood relative of such weak-minded [Person or lunatic 
may intervene as a party in interest, with same force 
and effect as if originally served in such case. 

Section 3. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent 
with this act are hereby repealed.
