SESSION OF 1921,

violation of this section, and to an additional penalty
of five dollars for each game-bird or rabbit killed by
such dog pursuing game without the aid or direction
of its master: Provided, That dogs, when accompanied
by and under control of their masters, may be trained
upon any of the living wild-game or birds in this State,
excepting elk and deer and fawn or wild-turkeys, from
the first day of September to the first day of March
next following, Sundaeys excepted, so long as no fire-
arms usually raised at arm’s length and fired from the
shoulder are carried and no injury is inflicted upon
said animals or birds.

AN ACT

Conecerning the proof of statutes ¢f other jurisdictions, and to make
uniform the law with refercnce thereto.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That printed books or
pamphlets purporting on their face to be the session
or other statutes of the session or other statutes of the
United States, of any of the territories or possessions
thereof, of any State of the United States, or of any
foreign country, or of any jurisdiction outside of Penn-
sylvania, and to have been printzd and published by
the authority of any such government, territory, posses-
sion, State, foreign country, or foreign jurisdiction, or
proved-to be commonly recognized in its courts, shall
be received in the courts of this State as prima facie
evidence of such statutes.

Section 2. This act shall be so interpreted and con-
strued as to effectuate its general purposes to make
uniform the law of those States which enact it.

Section 3. This act may be cited as the Uniform
Proof of Statutes Act. :

Section 4. All acts or parts of acts which are in-
consistent with the provisions of this act are hereby
repealed.
