AN AGT 

To provide separate accommodations for women jurors at the sev­
eral court-houses, and providing that the separation of jurors 
in certain c&ses shall not work mistrials. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That on and after the 
first day of January, one thousand nine hundred and 
twenty-two, in each county of the Commonwealth, 
there shall be provided and maintained a separate 
room or rooms, at or adjoining the court-hou~e, upon 
order of the court, for the comfort, accommodation, 
and convenience of women jurors, and such rooms 
shall be provided with suitable furniture for the use 
of women jurors, who may be serving upon juries, un­
able to bring in verdicts upon the day in which the 
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case was placed in their hands. These rooms shall al· 
so be equipped with mirrors, toilets, beds, and other 
conveniences necessary to provide for the safety, com­
fort, and convenience of the occupants thereof. No sep-
