Section 2. It shall be unlawful for any person to
enter an enclosed private game preserve within .this
Commonwealth with the intent unlawfully and mali-
cionsly to injure, break, destroy or steal any animal or
thing therein, and the entry of any person to such
private game preserve without the permission of the
owner or custodian thereof shall be prima facie evidence
that said entry was intentional, unlawful, and
malicious. '

Section 3. It shall be unlawful for any person
unlawfully and maliciously to break, injure, or destray
any fence or enclosure surrounding or along such pri-
vate game preserve. An injury done to such fence or
enclosure, or the breaking or destruction of such fence
or enclosure, shall be prima facie evidence that said
acts were done intentionally, unlawfully, and mali-
ciously. :

Section 4. Any person who shall violate section
two or section three hereof shall be guilty of a mis-
demeanor, and, upon conviction thereof, shall be
sentenced to pay a fine of not less than one hundred

dollars ($100) and not exceeding five hundred dollars -

($500), or to undergo an imprisonment not exceeding
one year, or both, at the discretion of the court.
