To amend section one of an act, entitled ".An act m"aking it unlaw­
ful for any individual or individuals to carry on or conduct any 
business under an as&umed or fictitious name, style, or designa­
tion, unless upon the filing of a certificate to that effect in the 
office of the Secretary of the Commonwealth and of the prothono­
tary; requiring county commissioners, at the expense of the 
county, to provide books for the entry of such certificates ; fixing 
the fees of the Secretary of the Commonwealth and prothono­
tary; and providing penalties," approved the twenty-eighth day 
of June, one thousand nine hundred and seventeen (Pamphlet 
Laws, page six hundred forty-five). 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the first section 
of an E.ct, approved the twenty-eighth day of June, 
one thousand nine hundred seventeen, entitled "An 
act making it unlawful for any indivridual or individ-
uals to carry on or conduct any business under an 
assumed or fictitious nan;ie, style, or designation, un· 
less upon the filing of a certificate to that effect in the 
office of the Secretary of the Common wealth and of 
the prothonotary; requiring county commissioners, at

LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

Section 1. Tlrat no individual or indivriduals. shall 
hereafter carry on or conduct any business in this Com­
monw~alth, under any assulll\ed or fictitious name, 
style, or designation, unless the person or persons con­
ducting or ~arryiing on the same shall have first filed 
in the office of the 8ecretary of the Commonwealth and 
in the office of the prothonotary, to be entered in ii 

book to be provided for that purpose, a certificate, un­
der oath, and signed by such person or persons, set­
ting forth the real name or. names and addresses of all 
the persons owning or interested in said business, and 
also the name, style, or designation under which said 
business is being or will be carried on or conducted. 

Where any of the owners of said business live out­
side of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, and carry 
on or conduct any such business through an agen_t, 
such certificate shall also show the name and aclclr~ss 
of such agent: Provided, That the jail.ure of any such 
person or persons to file the certificates nforesaid in 
the office of the Secretary of the Commonwealth or in 
the office of the prothonotnry shall not irn;pair or affect 
the validity of any contract with such person or per-
80ns, and acti<>n8 or 1-,roceeding8 at lwio or in eqwity 
may be instituted and rnn,intained on any 8uch contract, 
b.ut no such action shall be instituted or reco'L'ery had 
by any such person or persons on any such contract, 
either expressed or implied, in any of the courts of 
this Cornmonw.ealth or before any justice of the peace 
or magistrate thereof, until such person, or persons com­
ply wUh the provisions of th'is act: And provided fur­
ther, ,'Before any Sltah penwn or persons oan institiite 
any action, ·in any of the courts of this Comrnonwealth 
or before any justice of the peace or magistrate there­
of, on any cause of action arising prior to the filing 
of the certificate provided for in th,is section, such per­
son or 11ersons shall pay to the Secretary of the Com­
rnonwealth for the use of the Cornrnonwealth a license 
fee or fine of twenty-five ($25.00) dollars. This act 
shall apply to all actions pending at the date of the 
passage of this act: Provided, That the plwintiff in 
any such suit shall pay all costs accrued prior to corn­
plilince with the provisions of this act: Provided, That 
tluis act shall not apply Po a,wy cases adju.dicated at 
the dafo of the passage of this act.
