To amend section s;x hundred and twenty-five of, and to amend by 

adding sections six hundred and twenty-six and six hundred and 
twenty-seven to, an act, approved the fourteenth day of July, on~ 
thousand nine hundred and seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, eight 
hundred and forty), entitled "An aet concerning townships; and 
revising, amending, and consolidating the law relating thereto," 
by requiring the approval of the commissioners ·Jf townships of 
the first class before recording certain plans, plots, and replots, 
and fixing penalties. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, S..t, 'fhat section six hun­
dred and twenty-five of an act, approved the fourteenth 
day of July, one thousand nine hundred and seventeen 
(Pamphlet Laws, eight hundred and forty}, entitled 
"An act concernting townships; and revising, amend­
ing, and consolidating the law rela:tti.ng thereto," which 
read,s as follows:-

"Section 625. Every township of the first class shall 
have a general plan of its streets and alleys, including 
those which have been or may be laid out but not opened. 
Such plan shall be filed in the office of the engineer or 
other proper office of the township, and all subdivisions 
of property thereafter made shall conform thereto. No 
Htreets or alleys, or parts thereof, laid out and con­
firmed, shall afterwards be altered wlthout the consent 
of the commissioners of the township. No map or plot 
of streets or alleys shall be entered or recorded in a.ny 
public office of the co,unty until approved by the board 
of commissioners. No person shall be entitled to recover

Section 625. Every township of the first class shall 
have a general plan of its streets and alleys, including 
those which have been or may be laid out but not opened.

lating thereto,'' is hereby amended by adding thereto 
the following sections, which shall he known as sections 
six hundred and twenty-six and six hundred and twen­
ty-seven:-

Section G26. 'l'hat in townships of the first class, all 
plans, plots, replots of lands laid out in building lots, 
and the streets, alleys, or other portions of the same, 
intended to be dedicated to public usC' or for the use of 
purchasers or owners of lots fronting thereon or adja· 
cent thereto and located within the Jimits of the town· 
ship, shall be submitted to the board of township com· 
missioners, and approved by it, before it shall be re· 
corded; and it shall he unlawful for the recorder of 
deeds of the county wherein said lan<l is situate to re­
ceive or record such plan unless the same shall bear 
thereon, by indorsement or otherwise, the approval of 
the board of township commissioners of the townshdp 
wherein the land is situate. 

Section 627. Any person violating any of the pro­
visions of sections G25 and 626 of this act shall be guilty 
of a misdemeanor. Upon conviction thereof, any such 
person shall be sentenced to pay a fine not exceeding 
five hundred dollars ($500).
