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LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA,

AN ACT

To amend section two, article five, chapter seven, of an act, ap-
proved the fourteenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred
and fifteen (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred twelve), entitled
“An act providing a system of government for boroughs, and re-
vising, amending, and consolidating the law relating to boroughs.”

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section two, arti-
cle five, chapter seven, of an act, approved the four-
teenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred and
fifteen (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred twelve), entitled -
“An act providing a system of government for bor-
oughs, and revising, amending, and consolidating the
law relating to boroughs,” which reads as follows:—

“Section 2. The borough controller shall receive a
fixed annual salary, to be fixed by ordinance, and not
to exceed the sum of one thousand dollars per annum,”
is hereby amended to vead as follows:—

Section 2. In boroughs having a population of
twenty thousand inhabitants or more, the salary of the
controller shall be one thousand five hundred dollars.
In'boroughs having a population of fifteen thousand or
more, but less than twenty thousand inhabitants, the
salary of the controller shall be twelve hundred dol-
lars. In boroughs having a population of ten thousand
or more, but less than fifteen thousand inhabitants, the
salary of the controller shall be one thousand dollars.
In boroughs having a population of less than ten thon-
sand and not less than five thousand, the salary of the
controller shall not exceed seven hundred and fifty dol-
lars. In boroughs having a population of less than five
thousand, and not less than two thousand five hundred,
the salary of the controller shall not exceed five hun-
dred dollars. In boroughs having a population of less
than two thousand five hundred, the salary of the con-
troller shall not exceced three hundred dollars.
