Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the act, ap-
proved the sixteenth day of May, one thousand eight 
hundred and seventy-one (Pamphlet Laws, eight hun­
dred and eighty), entitled "An act relative to the elec­
tion of commissioners' clerk in the county of York," 
be, and the same is hereby, repealed. 

Section 2. The repeal of this act shall not affect 
the term of any person occupying said office at the 
time this act goes into effect, but such officer shall fill 
out the term for which he shall have been elected.

of June, Anno Domini one thousand eight hundred and ninety­
five (Pamphlet Laws, two hundred forty-three), entitled "An 
act authorizing appeals to be taken in equity cases of account, 
where the liability to account is in' issue, from the preliminary 
order or decree of court requiring an account"; extending the 
provisions of said act to actions at law wherein the plaintiff 
sues for an account. 

Be it enacted, &c., That section one of 
an act, approved the twenty-fourth day of June, Anno
