AN ACT 
To amend an act, approved the twenty-fourth day of May, one 

thousand eight hundred and eighty-seven (Pamphlet Laws, 
one hundred eighty-two), entitled "An act to authorize the 
councils of the cities of the first class of the Commonwealth 
to appropriate annually a sum, not exceeding five hundred dol­
lars, for the support and maintenance of each company of the 
National .Guard using and occupying an armory, building, 
room, or quarters within said cities, in addition to the annual 
appropriation by the Legislature"; fixing the amounts which 
may be appropriated by cities of the first, second, and third 
classes to companies, troops, and similar units of the National 
Guard, and extending the provisions of said act to counties. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one of an 
act, approved the twenty-fourth day of May, one thou­
sand eight hundred and eighty-seven (Pamphlet Laws, 
one hundred eighty-two), entitled "An act to authorize 
the councils of the cities of the first class of the Com­
monwealth to appropriate annually a s.um, not exceed­
ing five hundred dollars, for the suipport and mainte­
nance of each company of the National Guard using 
and occupying an armory, building, room, or quarters 
within said cities, in addition to the annual appropcla­
tion by the Legislature," which, as amended by an act, 
approved the tenth day of May, one thousand nine hun­
dred and seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, one hundred six­
ty-one), entitled "An act to amend section one of an act, 
approved the twenty-first dey of May, one thousand 

·nine hundred and one, entitled 'An act amending an 
act, entitled 'An act to authorize the council'S of the 
cities of the first class of the Commonwealth to appro­
priate annually a ·sum, not exceeding five hundred dol­
lar,s, for the suplport and maintenance of each company 
of the National Guard using and occupying a,n armory, 
building, rooms, or quarters within said cities, in ad­
dition to the annual appropriation by the Legislature,' 
approved the twenty-fourth d~· of May, Anno Domini 
one thousand eight hundred and eighty-seven, by ex­
tending the provisions of said act to cities of the sec­
ond and third class,' by authorizing a~pr(')priations to 
batteries of artillery and regimental sanitRry detach­
ments," reads as follows:-

"Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the councils of 
the cities of the first, second. and third class of the 
Commonwealth be, and they are hereby, respectively, 
authorized to appropriate, from any moneys in their 
respective treasuries not otherwise appropriated, 'an­
nually, a sum not exceeding five hundred dollars for the 
support and maintenance of each company of the 
National Guard; t·he sum of one thousand dollars, 
annually, to each battery of artillery; and two htundred 
and fifty dollars, annually, to each regimental swn;itary 
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detachment,-using and occupying an armory, build­
ing, rooms, or qua_rters within the limits of said city;" 
is hereby further amended to read as follows:-

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the counci~s of 
the cities of the first, second, and third classes, and the 
county c01nmissioners of the several counties, of this 
Commonwealth be, and they :;re hereby, respectively, 
authorized to appropriate, from any mo1iey.s in their 
respective treasuries. not otherwise appropriated, an­
nually, a sum not exceeding seiien hundred and fifty 
dollars for the support and maintenance of any dk 
mounted company or similar unit of the National 
Guard, and a swm not to exceed fifteen hundred dol­
lars for the support and maintenance of any mounted. 
or motorized troop or similar unit of the National 
Guard, using and occupying an armory, building, 
rooms, or quarters within the limits of such city or 
county. 

Section 2. That section two of said act, which reads 
as follows:-

"~ection 2. That ainy moneys so appropriated ~hall 
be paid by warrant of the controller of said cities, 
drawn to the order of the commanding officer of such 
company, only when it shall be certified to the said city 
controller, by the Adjutant General of the St.ate, that 
the salid company or companies have sat~sfactorily 
passed the annual inspection provided by law," is. here· 
by 8.mende.d to read as follows:-

Section 2. That any moneys so appropriated shaH 
be pa.id by warrant of the controller of said cities or 
the commissioners of snch counties, drawn to the order 
of the commanding officer of such company, only when 
it shall be certified to the said city controller or cownty 
C'.>mmissioners, by the Adjutant General of the State, 
that the said company or companies b.a.ve satisfactorily 
passed the annual inspection provided by Jaw. 

Section 3. That section three of ,said act, which 
reads as follows:-

"Section 3. That the monevs so a(ppropriated shall 
be used and expended solely· and exclusiYely for the 
support and maintenance, discipline, and training of 
the said company; and the commanding officer shall ac­
count, by proper vouchers to the said city controller 
each year, for the expenditure of the money so appro­
.priated; and no appropriation .shall be made for any 
subsequent year until the expenditure of the previous 
year be duly and satisfaictorily accounted for," is here­
by amended to read as follows:-

Section 3. That the moneys so approipriated .shall 
be used and expended solely and exclusively for the 
support and maintenaio.ce, discipline and training of 
the said company; and the commanding officer ,shall 
account, by proper vouchers to tbe said city controller 
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and county coznmi88ioners each year, for the expend­
iture of the money so appropriated; and .no appro­
priation shall be made for any subsequent year until 
the expenditure of the previous year be duly and satis­
factorily accounted for.

AN ACT

Reorganizing the Adjutant General's Department, designating 
the officers and employes thereof, and fixing the salaries of 
each. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the Adjutant 
General's Department, on and after June first, nine­
teen hundred and twenty-one, shall consist of the bu­
reaus and branches. thereof, together with officers and 
employes named, whose annual salaries are hereby 
fixed, and shall be as follows: 

The Adjutant General, at a salary of seven thousand 
five h~mdred ($7,500) dollars per annum. 

The Deputy Adjutant General, at a salary of three 
thousand six hundred ($3,600) dollars per &nnum. 

BUREAU OF ADMINISTRATION. 
One chief clerk, who :shall also be secr('tary to the 

State Armory Board, at a salary of three thousand six 
hundr<'d ($3,600) dolh1rs per annum. 

One file clerk, at a salary of one thousand seven hun­
dred ($1,700) dollars per annum. 

One aS;sistant file clerk, a f. a salary of one thousand 
two hundred ($1.,200) dollars 1•er annum. 

One stenographer, who shal1 also be stenographer to 
ithe State Armory Board, at a salary of two thousand 
1($2,000) dollars per annum. 

One stenographer, at a salary of one thousand seven 
·hundred ($1,700) dollars per annum. 

· One stenogra;pher, at a salary o~ one thou.sand four 
Ilrnndred ($1,400) dollars per ~mnum. 

One clerk, who shall also act as clerk for the State 
Armory Booo-d, at a salary of one thousand seven hun­
dred ($1,700) dollars per annum. 

One messenger, who shall also act as mesRenger for 
the ~tate Armory Board, at a salary of one thousand 
four hundred ($1,400). dollars per annum.

One bookkeeper, at a salary of one thousand eight. 
hundred ($1,800) dollars per annum. 
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
