AN ACT 

To amend an act, approved the twenty-fifth day of June, one 
thousand nine hundred and thirteen (Pamphlet Laws, fiv,. 
hundred and fifty), entitled "An act authorizing the several 
counties, incorporated towns, and boroughs to appropriate 
annually sums of money to each camp of 'the United Spanish 
\Var Veterans, and of the Army of the Philippines, and to 
each po8t of the American Veterans of Foreign Service, in the 
respecth'e counties, boroughs, and towns, to aid in defraying 
the expenses of Memorial Day," by authorizing appropriations 
to each post of the American Legion, Veterans of Foreign 
\Vars, and to each Naval Association, and each post of the 
Grand Army of the Republic. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one of an 
act, approved the twenty-fifth day of June. one thou­
sand nine hundred and thirteen (Pamphlet Laws, five 
hundred and fifty), entitled "An act authorizing the 
several counties, incorporated towns, and boroughs to 
appropriate annually sums of money to each camp of 
the United Spanish War Veterans, and of the Army of 
the Philippines, and to each po.st of the American Vet­
erans of Foreign Service, in the respective counties, 
boroughs, and towns, to aid in defraying the expenses 
of Memorial Day," which reads as follows:-

"Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the respective 
authorities of the several counties, boroughs, and in­
corporated towns of this Commonwealth are hereby 
authorized to appropriate annually to each camp of thc; 
United Spanish War Veterans, and of the Army of the 
Philivpines,. and to each post of the American Veternns 
of Foreign .'lervice, in the respective counties, borough8, 
or towns, a sum not to exceed fifty dollar,s ($50.00) to 
aid in defraying the expenses of Memorial Day," is 
hereby amended to read as follows:-

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the respective 
authorities of the several counties and incorporated 
towns of this Commonwealth are hereby authorized to 
a,ppropriate annually to each camp of the United Span­
ish War Veterans, and to each post of the American 
Legion, and to each post of the Vetemns of Foreign 
1Vars, and to each Naval A8sociation, and to each 
post of the Grand Army of the Republic, in the res'Pec­
tive counties or towns. a sum not to exceed one hun­
dred dollars, to aid in defraying the expenses of Memo­
rial Day.
