AN ACT 

'l'o provide for the disposition of all drugs which nre introduced 
in the evidence of any trial for the illegal possession or sale 
of same. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That all,Slrugs offered 
in evidence in the trial of anv cause in this Common­
wealth involving illegal sale or possession of such 
drugs, shall be confiscated by the district attoru.ey ot' 
the county in which said trial takes place. 

Section 2. The district attorney of the connty of 
this Commonwealth, who slrnll thus confiscate such 
drugs, is hereby authorized to deliver such drugs to the 
State Department of Health or to any other legally 
constitnted hea 1th board of any county of thi,s Com­
monwealth, as-in his discretion he may deem fit.
