Be it enacted, &c., That the second para-
graph of section four of the act, approved the fifth day
of March, one thousand nine hundred and six (Pam-
phlet Laws, sixty-three), entitled “An act to provide for
the personal registration of electors in cities of the
third class of this Commonwealth, to make such reg-
istration a condition of the right to vote in such cities,
and to provide penalties for violation of its pro-
visions,” which reads asfollows:—

“Tvery person appearing before the registrars, after
being sworn, shall answer the questions put to him by
them.

The size and character of the registers shall be deter-
mined by the county commissioners,” is hereby
amended to read as follows:—

Bvery person appearing before the registrars, after
being sworn, shall answer the questions put to him by
them. These anewers must be recorded on a single line
in two registers which shall have the following form.
The size and character of the registers shall be deter-
mined by the county commissioners: Provided, how-
ever, That the county commissioners shall, at each fall
registration preceding the November election, furnish
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to the registrars of the several wards and precincts the
registers of the proper ward or precinct for the previous
year. Ivery person appearing before the registrars,
who was registered in said district for the previous
year, and who still resides at the same residence within
Suid district as in the previous year, shall, e¢fter being
sworn, upon the production of a proper taz receipt and
