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to the registrars of the several wards and precincts the
registers of the proper ward or precinct for the previous
year. Ivery person appearing before the registrars,
who was registered in said district for the previous
year, and who still resides at the same residence within
Suid district as in the previous year, shall, e¢fter being
sworn, upon the production of a proper taz receipt and
the making of a statement that he was registered in
said election district the year immediately preceding,
that he resides in the same residence as during the year
immediately preceding, and naming the political party,
if any, to which he belongs, be aguin registered by the
registrars without answering the additional questions.
In all such cases, the registrars shall complete the reg-
istration of such person from the registers of the pre-
ceding year, making due allowance for the elapsing of
one year.

AN ACT

To further amend section one thousand four hundred twelve in
article fourteen of an act, approved the eightcenth day of Mnay,
one thousand nine hundred and ecleven (Pamphlet Laws, three
hundred and nine), entitled “An act to establish a public school
system in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, together with the
provisions by which it shall be administered, and prescribing
penalties for the violation thereof; providing revenuc to estab-
lish and maintain the same, and the method of collecting such
revenue; and repealing all laws, general, special, or local, or
any parts thercof, that are or may be inconsistent therewith,” as
amended.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one
thousand four hundred twelve in article fourteen of an

act, approved the eighteenth day of May, one thousand
nine hundred and eleven (Pamphlet Laws, three hun-

‘dred and nine), entitled “An act to establish a public

school system in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania,
together with the provisions by which it shall be ad-
ministered, and prescribing penalties for the violation
thereof; providing revenue to establish and maintain
the same, and the method of collecting such revenue;
and repealing all laws, general, special, or local, or
any parts thereof, that are or may be inconsistent
therewith,” which, as amended by an act, approved
the ninth day of May, one thousand nine hundred and
thirteen (Pamphlet Laws, one hundred and ninety-
two), entitled “An act amending section one thousand
four hundred twelve in article fourteen of an act, ap-
proved the eighteenth day of May, one thousand nine
hundred and eleven, entitled ‘An aect to establish a
public school system in the Commonwealth of Penn-
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sylvania, together with the provisions by which it shall
be administered, and prescribing penalties for the vio-
lation thereof; providing revenue to establish and
maintain the same, and the method of collecting such
revenue; and repealing all laws, general, special, or
tocal, or any parts thereof, that are or may be incon-
sistent therewith,’ by requiring the free education in
the public schools of children who are inmates of in-
stitutions for the care or training of orphans or other
children,” reads as follows:—

“Section 1412. The board of school directors of any
school district in this Commonwealth, in which there is
located any orphan asylum, home for the friendiess,
children’s home, or other institution for the care or
training of orphans or other children, shall permit any
children who are inmates of such homes, but not legal
residents in such district, to attend the public schools
in said district, either with or without charge for tui-
tion, text-books, or school supplies, as the directors of
the district in which such institution is located may de-
termine: Provided, That when the education of such in-
" mates of such institutions is charged for, the cost there-
of shall not exceed the cost of tuition, text-books, and
school supplies of other children of similar grade in
such district: And provided further, That such cost
shall be paid to the district in which sucl institution
i8 located by the district of which the respective pupils
are legal residents,” is hereby further amended to read
as follows:—

Section 1412. The board of school directors of any
school district in this Commonwealth in which there is
located any orphan asylum, home for the friendless,
children’s home, or other institution for the care or
training of orphans or other children, shall permit any
children who are inmates of such homes, but not legal
residents in such district, to attend the public schools
in said district, either with or without charge for tui-
tion, text-books, or school supplies, as the directors of
the district in which such institution is located may de-
termine. [If a charge is made by any school district for
tuition for the inmates of any such institution, the of-
ficers of the institution shall submit to the board of
school directors a sworn statement, setting forth the
nemes, ages, and school district licble for tuition of all
children who are inmates thereof and desire to attend
public school in the district. If any of said inmates
have been recetved from outside of Pennsylvania, or if
the institution cannol certify as to their residence,
their tuition shall be paid by the institution having the
oare or custody of said children. The tuition of such
other inmates as are included in the sworn statement
to the board of school directors shall be withheld by the
Superintendent of Public Instruction from any moneys
due to the district liable for said tuition upon receipt
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of a sworn statement setting forth the namcs, ages, tui-
tion charges, and school district liable for tuition of
said inmates; and all money thus withheld shall be
paid by him to the district entitled to receive the same.
The district so charged with twition may file an appeal
with the Superintendent of Public Instruction, in which
it shall be the complainant; und the institution, the re-
spondent. The decision of the Superintend()nt of Pub-
lic Instruction as to which of seid parties is responszble
for tuition shall be ﬁnal

The cost of tuition in such cases shall be fized as is
now provided by law for tuition costs in other cases,
except where, for the accommodation of such children,
it shall be necessary to provide a separate school or to
erect additional school buildings, in which cases the
charge for tuition for such children may include a pro-
portionate cost of the operating expense, rental, and
interest on any investment required to be made in
erecting such new school buildings. The tuition herein
provided for shall be paid annually by the Superin-
tendent of Public Instruction or the institution, as the
case may be.
